The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2015-848:
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On page 1, line 16, after “PUD;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S);”;
(2) On page 2, lines 21 through 24, strike “subject to the written description, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, dated July 7, 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4, dated November 19, 2015, for the Romero Industrial PUD.” and insert “subject to the revised written description, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, dated February 5, 2016, the revised site plan, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 4, dated February 17, 2016, for the Romero Industrial PUD, and the Development Services Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, dated December 21, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.”;

(3) On page 2, line 27½ insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.
(a) There shall be a twenty (20) feet wide undisturbed landscape buffer along the north property line.
(b) The owner shall install and maintain within the undisturbed landscape buffer an eight (8) feet high, 85% opaque fence located within 2’ of the property line, and one tree, 2 inch caliper minimum, spaced every twenty-five (25) feet and located on the top of the berm. Existing trees shall count toward this requirement.

(c) Pallets shall not be stored over ten (10) feet in height.

(d) The property shall comply with the landscaping regulations pursuant to Section 656.1215(a) and (b), Zoning Code.

(e) No trucks shall be allowed to idle before 8:00 A.M.

(f) All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas.  All lighting lamp sources shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed twenty feet (20’). An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(g) The storage sheds (as shown on the site plan) along the north property line shall be a maximum of twenty feet (20’) in height.”; and
(4) Strike Exhibit 3 and attach Revised Exhibit 3.

(5) Strike Exhibit 4 and attach Revised Exhibit 4.

(6) Attach Exhibit 5.

(7) Renumber the remaining Section(s); and
(8) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

IV. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses: Pallet storage, repair, construction, truck/vehicle storage.
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B. Permissible Uses by Exception: none
C. Limitations on Permitted or Permissible Uses by Exception:

(1) Normal hours of operation for Monday to Friday shall be from 8:00 am to 6:30 pm,
Saturday hours are from 8:00 to 4:00 pm. During peak months May to July the hours
are from 8:00 a.m. to Noon every other Sunday.

(2) Pallets shall not be stored over ten (10) feet in height.

(3) No trucks shall be allowed to idle before 8:00 AM.

(4) All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels
at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the
building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas. All lighting lamp
sources shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The maximum light pole
height in all parking areas should not exceed twenty feet (20’). An exterior lighting
design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be

submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and
approval by the Planning and Development Department.

D. Permitted Accessory Uses and Structures: temporary/portable and permanent sheds may
be constructed to storage, repair or construction of pallets.

V. DESIGN GUIDELINES
A. Lot Requirements:

(1) Minimum lot area: 2.03 acres
(2) Minimum lot width: 100
(3) Maximum lot coverage: 35%
(4) Minimum front yard:10’
(5) Minimum side yard: 10’
(6) Minimum rear yard (north side):20’

(7) Maximum height of structures: 30’
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B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development shall be
consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(2) Vehicular Access.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Beaver St & Melson Ave,
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is
subject to the review and approval of the Development Services Division.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
or entity. N/A

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan. |

C. Signs:

(1) One (1) street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each linear
foot of street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area
for every two hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is
permitted provided such signs are located no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart,
as provided in the Zoning Code.

(2) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

D. Landscaping:

(1) No interior vehicle use area landscaping will be required. The Property shall be
developed in accordance with 656.1215 (a) and (b) of the Zoning Code.

(2) The owner shall install and maintain within the undisturbed landscape buffer an eight
(8) feet high, 85% opaque fence and one tree, 2 inch caliper minimum, spaced every
twenty-five (25) feet. Existing trees shall count toward this requirement.

E. Recreation and Open Space: N/A

A minimum of 150 square feet of active recreation area shall be provided per each multi-
family dwelling unit. N/A
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A minimum of 1 acre of recreation area shall be provided per every 100 single family
lots. N/A
