WHEREAS, WE Clayton, Inc. and Emma B. Clayton, the owner(s) of approximately 2.03(  acres located in Council District 9 at 3151 Beaver Street West between Detroit Street and Melson Avenue (R.E. No(s) 057536-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated June 8, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District-Ordinance 1996-1046-E  to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) (Ordinance 1996-1049-E) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and and subject to the revised written description, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, dated February 5, 2016, the revised site plan, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 4, dated February 17, 2016, for the Romero Industrial PUD, and the Development Services Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, dated December 21, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a)
There shall be a twenty (20) feet wide undisturbed landscape buffer along the north property line.

(b)
The owner shall install and maintain within the undisturbed landscape buffer an eight (8) feet high, 85% opaque fence located within 2’ of the property line, and one tree, 2 inch caliper minimum, spaced every twenty-five (25) feet and located on the top of the berm. Existing trees shall count toward this requirement.

(c)
Pallets shall not be stored over ten (10) feet in height.

(d)
The property shall comply with the landscaping regulations pursuant to Section 656.1215(a) and (b), Zoning Code.

(e)
No trucks shall be allowed to idle before 8:00 A.M.

(f)
All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited. Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas.  All lighting lamp sources shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed twenty feet (20’). An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(g)
The storage sheds (as shown on the site plan) along the north property line shall be a maximum of twenty feet (20’) in height.

All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

Per Nelson Caparas, Traffic Engineer the driveway shall be
closed and relocated northward to align with Mabry Terrace.

3. Signs, fences, walls and landscaping shall be located so that horizontal

. line of sight is unobstructed at intersections.

D. Permitted Accessory Uses and Structures: temporary/portable and permanent sheds may
be constructed to storage, repair or construction of pallets.

V. DESIGN GUIDELINES
A. Lot Requirements:

(1) Minimum lot area: 2.03 acres
(2) Minimum lot width: 100
(3) Maximum lot coverage: 35%
(4) Minimum front yard:10’
(5) Minimum side yard: 10’
(6) Minimum rear yard (north side). 20’

(7) Maximum height of structures: 30’

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B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development shall be
consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(2) Vehicular Access.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Beaver St & Melson Ave,
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is
subject to the review and approval of the Development Services Division.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
orentity. N/A

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs:

(1) One (1) street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each linear
foot of street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area
for every two hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is
permitted provided such signs are located no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart,
as provided in the Zoning Code.

(2) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

D. Landscaping:

(1) No interior vehicle use area landscaping will be required. The Property shall be
developed in accordance with 656.1215 (a) and (b) of the Zoning Code.

(2) The owner shall install and maintain within the undisturbed landscape buffer an eight
(8) feet high, 85% opaque fence and one tree, 2 inch caliper minimum, spaced every
twenty-five (25) feet. Existing trees shall count toward this requirement.
