AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 2.03( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 AT 3151 beaver street west between detroit street and melson avenue (R.E no(s) 057536-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY WE clayton, inc. and emma b. clayton, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT-Ordinance 1996-1049-679 TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT commercial AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE romero industrial PUD; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, WE Clayton, Inc. and Emma B. Clayton, the owner(s) of approximately 2.03(  acres located in Council District 9 at 3151 Beaver Street West between Detroit Street and Melson Avenue (R.E. No(s) 057536-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated June 8, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District-Ordinance 1996-1046-679 to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) (Ordinance 1996-1049-E) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and and subject to the written description, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and dated July 7, 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and dated November 19, 2015, for the Romero Industrial PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by WE Clayton, Inc. and Emma B. Clayton, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Addie Yarbrough, 1300 West Beaver Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32209; (904) 339-4269.

The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Beaver St & Melson Ave,
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is
subject to the review and approval of the Development Services Division.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
or entity. N/A

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan.
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C. Signs:

(1) One (1) street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each linear
foot of street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area
for every two hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is
permitted provided such signs are located no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart,
as provided in the Zoning Code.

(2) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

D. Landscaping:

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code.

E. Recreation and Open Space: N/A

A minimum of 150 square feet of active recreation area shall be provided per each multi-
family dwelling unit. N/A
