RESOLUTION 2015-868-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE TRINITY CHRISTIAN ACADEMY CONQUERORS FOOTBALL TEAM ON WINNING ITS THIRD CONSECUTIVE CLASS 3A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Trinity Christian Academy is a perennial football powerhouse, and the 2015 season proved no exception as the Conquerors finished the regular season with an undefeated record of 10-0, dominating opponents by huge scoring margins in every game; and


WHEREAS, the district champion Conquerors hosted Pensacola Catholic in the first round of the playoffs and won by a lopsided score, then defeated Taylor County in Perry, Florida by an even larger margin for the regional title, earning a trip to the state semifinals in Tampa; and


WHEREAS, a convincing win over Tampa Catholic by a score of 47-14 propelled Trinity Christian to the state title game for the third consecutive season, and the Conquerors were once again up to the task, defeating American Heritage of Delray Beach by a score of 30-3 to cap yet another amazing season, this time undefeated and becoming the first Jacksonville-area high school and one of only nine schools in Florida high school football history ever to win three consecutive state titles, and with the added honor of having been ranked the number one team in the state in Class 3A every week of the 2015 season; and 


WHEREAS, Trinity Christian’s achievements on the football field mirror the school’s dedication to excellence in the classroom, in the church, and in life, and have brought tremendous excitement to the City of Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Trinity Christian Academy Conquerors football team on winning its third consecutive state Class 3A football championship, and congratulates Head Coach Verlon Dorminey, his coaching staff, the players, and the faculty, staff, students and supporters of Trinity Christian Academy for this outstanding achievement.
