A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE UNIVERSITY CHRISTIAN SCHOOL FOOTBALL TEAM ON WINNING THE FLORIDA CLASS 2A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the University Christian School is a perennial football powerhouse, and the 2015 season proved no exception as the UCS Fightin’ Christians finished the regular season with a record of 9-1, their only loss being to Class 3A powerhouse Trinity Christian,  and dominated opponents by huge scoring margins along the way; and


WHEREAS, the district champions hosted and won two district playoff games, one by a wide margin over Tallahassee Maclay and the other in a much more competitive 38-30 contest against archrival North Florida Christian, which had knocked the Christians out of the playoffs the two previous years, to reach the regional finals; and


WHEREAS, a resounding 31-0 shutout of defending 2A state champion Victory Christian Academy of Lakeland in the regional final at home propelled University Christian to the state championship game in Orlando on December 4th where the Christians thrashed Cambridge Christian of Lakeland by a final score of 61-16; and 


WHEREAS, the victory marked University Christian’s eighth state championship in its fifty years of football, tying the school for the second most state football championships among Florida high schools; and


WHEREAS, this latest championship further adds to University Christian’s reputation as a school that trains young people to be champions on the athletic fields, in the classroom, in faith and in life; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
