WHEREAS, Majas of the Earth, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 7.20(  acres located in Council District 1 on 0 Townsend Boulevard between Fort Caroline Road and US Open Boulevard Road (R.E. No(s) 111362-0500), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated November 20, 2015 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District  (Ordinance 2006-909-E) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 2006-909-E) to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and subject to the written description, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and dated December 23, 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and dated November 5, 2015, for the Townsend Village PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family development as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Majas of the Earth, LLC, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Mark W. Shelton, Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc., 12740 Gran Bay Parkway West, Suite 2350, Jacksonville, Florida 32258; (904) 828-3933.

The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

III. STATEMENTS

A. The proposed PUD stipulates only two minor differences from the usual application of
the RLD-40 zoning district within the City of Jacksonville’s Zoning Code. First, this
PUD will have a required six-foot high, 85% opaque wooden fence adjacent to the
single family subdivision along the eastern property line. And second, this PUD will
allow less permitted uses and uses by exception thereby providing for a small
subdivision with less intensive uses.

B. A Homeowners’ Association for the development shall be responsible for the
maintenance of the common areas. The street will be dedicated to and maintained by
the City of Jacksonville.

C. The subject property is currently zoned PUD (Ordinance 2006-909-E). That PUD limits
the development of this property to five (5) residential buildings containing seventy-
five (75) condominium units only. As such, a rezoning to PUD is required to permit a
single family development. This single family development will fulfill housing needs
to various lifestyles and income levels on an undeveloped infill parcel in the heart of
Arlington. The housing type should appeal to first time home buyers, retirees and other
buyers. This development will have a positive impact on the area and increase the
property values of the other older homes in the vicinity.

D. As this project comprises of only 39 single family lots, the developer fully intends to
complete build-out within a single 5-year phase but may take as much as 10 years
depending on market conditions.

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Townsend Village
Lane, substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access
points is subject to the review and approval of the Development Services
Division.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal
easements for ingress and egress among the driveways ofthe various parcels
of the Property, if ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided
among more than one person or entity.
