AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 744 (STREET CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS), SECTION 744.110 (STREET EXCAVATIONS; PERMIT) ORDINANCE CODE; ADDING A NEW SUBSECTION (F) TO AUTHORIZE THE DIRECTOR OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT OR HIS OR HER DESIGNEE TO PROSECUTE VIOLATIONS OF CHAPTER 744, AND AMENDING THE FORMER SUBSECTION (F) TO DELETE THE MAXIMUM FINE LISTED, PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY GRANTED IN THIS PART AND CHAPTER 609, ORDINANCE CODE; AUTHORIZING ABATEMENT BY THE CITY WITH PRIOR NOTICE; AMENDING CHAPTER 609 (CODE ENFORCEMENT CITATIONS); SECTION 609.109 (APPLICABLE CHAPTERS AND PARTS) TO ADD CHAPTER 744 TO SCHEDULE “A” WHICH LISTS THE APPLICABLE CHAPTERS AND PARTS; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.  Section 744.110 (Street excavations, permit), Ordinance Code, amended.  Section 744.110 (Street excavations, permit), of Chapter 744 (Street Construction Regulations), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 
CHAPTER 744.
STREET CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS.

Sec. 744.110. - Street excavations; permit; violations, civil penalties, enforcement and abatement.

 (f)
The requirements of this Chapter shall be enforced by the Director of the Planning and Development Department or his designee.  Violations that are continuing in nature shall result in a daily rolling fine where each day upon which a violation occurs shall constitute a separate violation.  Violations shall be prosecuted as follows: 


(1)
By the Municipal Code Enforcement Board / Special Magistrate pursuant to the authority granted by F.S. Ch. 162, Part I, and Ch. 91, Ordinance Code; 


(2)
By citation for civil penalties pursuant to the authority granted by F.S. Ch. 162, Part II, and Ch. 609, Ordinance Code; and 


(3)
By action for injunctive relief, for civil penalties in the amount of $500 for each day of violation, or both, through a court of competent jurisdiction. 

(4)
By City abatement of the unpermitted improvements to the City public right-of-way or street with prior notice to the property owner who caused the unpermitted improvements or to the property owner whose property immediately abuts the public right-of-way or street where the unpermitted improvement(s) exist(s). Any expenses incurred by the City for abatement shall be imposed as a lien against the owner of the property who caused the unpermitted improvements or against the property owner whose property immediately abuts the City public right-of-way or street.
(f)(g)A person, including a governmental agency, violating this Section shall be subject to a fine of not more than $250, or by imprisonment for not more than ten days, or by both a fine and imprisonment. Each day a violation continues or recurs shall constitute a separate offense.
