Bill Summary: The ordinance concerns a continuation grant.  The ordinance appropriates $357,446 in additional grant funding from the U.S. Department of Justice for the Edward J. Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) programs, as initiated by B. T. 16-016; it provides for City oversight by the Office of Grants and Compliance of the Intragovernmental Services Department.
Background Information: The JAG programs serve violent and non-violent criminals and provide for crime prevention and opportunities for adult and juvenile offenders and ex-offenders.
Edward Byrnes was a police officer in the New York City Police Department who became well known in the United States after he was murdered while on duty.  Byrne’s father had been an NYPD officer.  He had been on the police force for two years (1986-1988) when, at the age of 22, he was shot in the head five times while in his patrol car on assignment in South Jamaica, Queens.  The murder prompted national outrage.  The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program was established via the Department of Justice which directs funding to local law enforcement agencies with the primary concept being to enhance officer safety via equipment, technology and training.
Policy Impact: Intra-Governmental Services/Office of Grants and Compliance
Fiscal Impact: The ordinance appropriates $357,446 in a federal grant; there is no local match requirement.
