BYRNE MEMORIAL JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT (JAG) PROGRAMS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-016; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE OFFICE OF GRANTS AND COMPLIANCE OF THE INTRAGOVERNMENTAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional grant funding for the Edward J. Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) programs from the U. S. Department of Justice. These programs serve violent and non-violent criminals and provide for crime prevention and opportunities for adult and juvenile offenders and ex-offenders. A copy of the Grant from the Bureau of Justice Assistance is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. This continuation grant was left off of the FY 2016 B1a schedule and therefore requires Council approval.
