AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A Subordination of CITY UTILITY INTERESTS AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTATION NECESsARY TO SUBORDINATE to the interest of the florida department of transportation (fdot) 1) A PERMANENT DRAINAGE EASEMENT IN PARCEL 100 CONTAINING 92 SQUARE FEET AND LOCATED WITHIN THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF CLEVELAND STREET, AND 2) PERMANENT DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES EASEMENTS IN PARCEL 102, PARTS A, B, AND C, ALL THREE LOCATED WITHIN THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF KINGS ROAD AND CONTAINING 1,126 SQUARE FEET, ALL NEEDED BY FDOT FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO SIGNALIZATION ON KINGS ROAD BETWEEN CLEVELAND STREET AND DIVISION STREET; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization of subordination of City drainage and utilities easements to interest of FDOT. There are hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, a Subordination of City Utility Interests, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all documentation necessary to subordinate to the interest of the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) i) a permanent drainage easement in Parcel 100 containing 92 square feet and located within the right-of-way of Cleveland Street, and ii) permanent drainage and utilities easements in Parcel 102, Parts A, B, and C, all three located within the right-of-way of Kings Road and containing 1,126 square feet. The parcels, located in Council Districts 8 and 9, are more particularly delineated on the maps attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The parcels are needed by FDOT for improvements to signalization on Kings Road between Cleveland Street and Division Street and will be used in the Signal Improvement Project for Kings Road.
Section 3. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation is willing to pay to have the City's
facilities relocated if necessary to prevent conflict between the faC|I|t|es so that the benefits of
each may be retained.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises of the parties
hereto, City and Florida Department of Transportation agree as follows:

City hereby subordinates to the interest of Florida Department of Transportation its
successors and assigns, any and all of its interest in the lands as follows, viz:

PROVIDED that the City has the following rights:

1. The City shall have the right to construct, operate, maintain, improve, add to,
upgrade, remove, and relocate facilities on, within, and upon the lands described
herein in accordance with the Florida Department of Transportation's current
minimum standards for such facilities as required by the Florida Department of
Transportation, Utility Accommodation Manual in effect at the time the agreement
is executed. Any new construction or relocation of facilities within the lands will be
subject to prior approval by the Florida Department of Transportation. Should the
Florida Department of Transportation fail to approve any new construction or
relocation of facilities by the City or require the City to alter, adjust, or relocate its
facilities located within said lands, the Florida Department of Transportation hereby
agrees to pay the cost of such alteration, adjustment, or relocation, including, but
not limited to the cost of acquiring appropriate easements.

2. Not withstanding any provisions set forth herein, the terms of the utility permits
shall supersede any contrary provisions, with the exception of the provision herein
with reimbursement rights. |

3. The City shall have a reasonable right to enter upon the lands described herein for
the purposes outlined in Paragraph 1 above, including the right to trim such trees,
brush, and grdwth which might endanger or interfere with such facilities, provided
that such rights do not interfere with the operation and safety of the Florida
Department of Transportation's facilities. |

4. The City agrees to repair any damage to Florida Department of Trahsportation
facilities and to indemnify the Florida Department of Transportation against any
loss or damage resulting from the City exercising its rights outlined in Paragraphs 1

and 3 above.
