WHEREAS,
throughout his life in Jacksonville and at the helm of Florida Rock Industries, Ted Baker has been a widely respected business and civic leader whose many achievements and contributions have greatly benefitted his hometown of Jacksonville, Florida; and

WHEREAS,
born in 1935, Ted Baker was educated at Woodberry Forest School in Virginia and earned a Bachelor’s of Art degree at Davidson College in North Carolina in 1957; he married the former Ann Howard McDonald in 1957 and is the proud father of four children and ten grandchildren; and

WHEREAS,
in 1929, Ted’s father got into the construction materials business; in 1932 his father joined a competitor and formed Shands & Baker; in 1972 Shands & Baker joined two other companies and formed Florida Rock Industries that produces aggregates such as sand and crushed stone that are used for buildings, highways and other projects; the Jacksonville-based company had operations in Florida, Georgia and the Washington, D. C. area; and
WHEREAS, after service as a 1st Lieutenant in the U.S. Marine Corps from 1957 to 1960, Ted Baker launched  his career as a mining and transportation executive with Shands & Baker; he became Chairman and CEO in 1967 and served as Chairman and CEO of Florida Rock Industries from May 1989 to November 2007; he is currently Chairman Emeritus of Patriot Transportation Holding, Inc., a spin-off of Florida Rock’s transportation and commercial real estate operations; Mr. Baker was a Director of Barnett Bank, a Director of American Heritage life Insurance Company and a Director of Regency Realty Corporation; and

WHEREAS,
though lauded for his business acumen, Ted Baker’s contributions as an extraordinary civic leader are just as impressive; an Honorary Founder of the University of North Florida, United Way Board of Directors, Baptist Memorial Hospital, Jacksonville Zoological Society Board of Directors, the Salvation Army, Police Athletic League Board Member, Jacksonville Port Authority Board Member, St. Vincent Medical Center Lay Advisory Board and Gator Bowl Association Board of Directors; and

Ted Baker took over the reins of Florida Rock when his father retired and his management skills have been widely recognized and commended by peers throughout the construction and transportation industries; and
