AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.89( of an acre LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14 AT 2220 oak street between copeland street and osceola street (R.E no(s) 090661-0000, 090662-0000 and  a portion of 090663-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY saleebas 2216 oak street, llc, FROM commercial residential office (cro) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT commercial uses AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE roost PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Saleebas 2216 Oak Street, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 0.89(  of an acre located in Council District 14 at 2220 Oak Street between Copeland Street and Osceola Street (R.E. No(s) 090661-0000, 090662-0000 and  a portion of 090663-0000), as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated February 3, 2016 and generally depicted in Revised Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Commercial Residential Office (CRO) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Residential Office (CRO) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and subject to the revised written description, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3 and dated March 16, 2016 and the revised site plan, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 4, dated March 15, 2016, for the Roost PUD.   The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated February 9, 2016, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses as more specifically shown and described in the approved revised site plan and revised written description.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a) There shall be no outside sales or service of food or alcohol after 5 p.m.

(b) The parking lot shall be developed with pervious material except where there are handicap spaces, loading or dumpster pad areas.

(c) Hours of operation shall be limited Monday through Thursday 6:30 a.m. to 11:00 p.m., Friday and Saturday from 6:30 a.m. to 12 midnight and Sunday 6:30 a.m. to 11:00 p.m.

(d) There shall be an 8 feet in height 95% opaque masonry, stucco, or brick veneer wall constructed on the southern and western property boundaries.

(e) The required on site Loading Space shall not be located behind the eastern most building.

(f) There shall be no ground or monument style signage.

(g) On site handicap parking spaces shall have a direct sidewalk connection to the existing Oak Street sidewalk.

(h) There shall be no more than one curb cut access from Oak Street to the parking lot.

(i) Lighting on site and within the parking lot shall be provided consistent with pedestrian scale design guidelines as detailed in figures 1.7.14(1), 1.7.15(1), 1.7.15(2), and 1.7.15(3) of the Jacksonville Design Guidelines and Best Practices Handbook.

(j) A knee wall between two and three feet in height shall be constructed along the Oak Street frontage except where to provide access.

(k) There shall be a minimum of three tree bump outs along the southern half of the parking aisle most adjacent to the southern property boundary.

(l) All commercial deliveries, grease trap and dumpster pick-ups shall be between 8:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.

(m) All live entertainment shall stop at 10:00 p.m.

(n) There shall be no televisions.

(o)
Landscaping shall be developed in accordance with the Janet O. Whitmill Landscape Plan attached hereto as Exhibit 6 and dated May 4, 2016.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
