Dear Sheriff Rutherford:

The Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) received an appropriation for pass-through &
funding for your agency. FDLE will distribute these funds in accordance with the Florida
Statutes 215.97, 215.971, 215.981 and 215.985 for State Financial Assistance.

FDLE has set aside $250,000 for Jacksonville Sheriff's Office, COPS, to use for the purpose of
deploying new law enforcement officers in areas where gangs and other criminals have created
the most serious spikes in violence and murder. Proviso language is detailed below and
provides a description of the legislative intent for use of these funds. The final contract
executed for this purpose must adhere to this legislative intent.

From the funds in Specific Appropriation 1259, $250,000 in nonrecurring general revenue funds is appropriated to the
Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office for Community Oriented Policing Services for the purpose of deploying new law enforcement
officers in areas where gangs and other criminals have created the most serious spikes in violence and murder.

The enclosed Program Announcement and Application Instructions provide an overview of state
financial assistance. This document outlines what is required for FDLE to begin drafting a
contractual agreement with your agency to distribute state financial assistance. These
instructions require you to develop a detailed project overview and designate a point of contact
and/or grant manager to coordinate development of the agreement. Please return the
