An ordinance appropriating $43,000.00 from thE federal emergency management agency (FEMA) through the STATE OF florida dIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT FOR THE STATE HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR DEVELOPING AND IMPLEMENTING HOMELAND SECURITY SUPPORT PROGRAMS AND ADOPTING DHS NATIONAL INITIATIVES, as initiated by B.T. 16-028; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBAWARD GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND the STATE OF florida division of emergency management; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
