AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $175,000.00, FROM THE CONCURRENCY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM FUND TO UPDATE THE MOBILITY PLAN; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; Providing for a Waiver of Section 655.509 (Mobility plan working group), Ordinance Code, to Extend Certain Timing Requirements to March 30, 2017; Waiving Provisions of Sections 655.208(2) (Schedule of Fees) and 655.302(f) (Deposit of fair share assessments; appropriation of funds), Ordinance Code, Regarding Use of Funds; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
Whereas, the Mobility Plan was approved by City Council in Ordinance 2011-536-E; and 

Whereas, pursuant to the newly created ordinance, the Mobility Plan is required to be updated every 5 years; and

Whereas, in order to update the Mobility Plan, the Planning Department will engage through a professional services procurement process an entity to study the current plan and transportation needs over the last 5 years; and

Whereas, the Planning Department has budgeted funds for professional services in the amount of $75,000 and anticipates the cost of the study to be approximately $250,000; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.    Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2016-2017.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding need to update the Mobility Plan. The total estimated cost is approximately $250,000. The Planning Development Department has $75,000 in Professional Services fund within the Fiscal year 15-16 budget.   
Section 4.
 
Extending Certain Timing Requirements Pursuant to Section 655.509 (Mobility plan working group), Ordinance Code, to March 30, 2017.  Section 655.509 (Mobility plan working group), Ordinance Code, requires that beginning from the effective date of Ordinance 2011-563-E, every five years the Planning and Development Department must evaluate the 2030 Mobility Plan and present a report containing the evaluation and recommendation to the Mobility Plan Working Group. The Mobility Plan Working Group must then meet and provide to the Mayor and Council recommendations for action within 90 days after the Mobility Plan Working Group’s receipt of the report. Based on the effective date of Ordinance 2011-563-E, the Planning and Development Department is required to provide its evaluation and recommendation to the Mobility Plan Working Group by September 13, 2016. The Administration has requested that the time for providing the Planning and Development Department’s evaluation and recommendation to the Mobility Plan Working Group be extended to March 30, 2017. The Council hereby waives the timing requirements set forth in Section 655.509, Ordinance Code, and hereby extends the time for the Planning and Development Department’s evaluation and recommendation to the Mobility Plan Working Group to March 30, 2017. To the extent that the extension of time approved under this section to March 30, 2017 affects the timing of any other requirements of Chapter 655, those sections shall be read to correspond with the new timeframe herein for the initial report by the Planning and Development Department. 
Section 5.
 
Waiving the Provisions of Sections 655.208(2)(Schedule of Fees) and 655.302(f) (Deposit of fair share assessments; appropriation of funds), Ordinance Code, Regarding Use of Funds.  Section 655.208(2)(Schedule of Fees), Ordinance Code, requires that after payment of the first $500 for operational expenses, an annual payment for existing development agreements be deposited into the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund created by Section 110.530, Ordinance Code. Section 655.302(f) (Deposit of fair share assessments; appropriation of funds), Ordinance Code, requires that annual payments for fair share contracts also be deposited into the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund. The funds appropriated herein are being taken from the Concurrency Management System Fund for the cost to update the Mobility Plan.  The Council recognizes that the cost of the update to the Mobility Plan should be reimbursable from these annual payments. Sections 655.208(2) and 655.302(f) are hereby waived upon the effective date of this ordinance, and all monies received by the Planning and Development Department pursuant to Sections 655.208(2) and 655.302(f), Ordinance Code (in excess of the $500 operational cost identified in Section 655.208(2)) shall be deposited in the Concurrency Management System Fund until the revenues deposited reach the amount appropriated herein ($175,000.00), at which point the Planning and Development Department is directed to deposit all additional revenues in the method outlined in Sections 655.208(2) and 655.302(f) of the Ordinance Code.
