A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND ACHIEVEMENTS OF CLAUDIA M. ADAMS CAMPBELL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Claudia Campbell was born on July 3, 1952 in Jasper, Texas, graduated from high school in Mobile, Alabama, earned her bachelor’s degree in business administration, specializing in library science, from Alabama State University and earned a master’s degree in library science from the University of North Florida; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Campbell worked as a civilian investigator for the U.S. Army and U.S. Navy in her first career, retiring in 1990; and


WHEREAS, Claudia Campbell then began a second career as an educator, working as a media specialist in schools in Duval, Leon and Gadsden Counties for nearly 20 years before retiring a second time; and 


WHEREAS, Ms. Campbell was extremely active in the life of every city in which she lived; she was particularly known for her character “Miss CC the Clown” who entertained at church and community events and for her dancing with “Joe and the Rockettes” and participating in the Miss Mary Singleton Pageant, in addition to working at the Helping Hands food pantry and her very active participation in political campaigns; and


WHEREAS, Claudia Campbell was also a faithful and extremely active member of the churches to which she belonged in her lifetime, particularly the Tabernacle Missionary Baptist Church in Tallahassee and the Abyssinia Missionary Baptist Church in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to recognize and commemorate the life of Claudia Campbell upon her passing; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commemorates the life and many accomplishments of Claudia M. Adams Campbell upon the sad occasion of her passing, and extends to her family and friends the City’s deepest condolences. Her life of faith and service will be long remembered by all who knew her.
