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RESOLUTION 2016-94-A
A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF Willard Payne AS A MEMBER OF THE JACKSONVILLE POLICE AND FIRE PENSION BOARD OF TRUSTEES, replacing NATHANIEL GLOVER, JR., FOR A FIRST FOUR-YEAR TERM, PURSUANT TO THE APPLICABLE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTERS 175.061 AND 185.05, FLORIDA STATUTES, AND ARTICLE 22, JACKSONVILLE CHARTER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, pursuant to §175.061(1)(a) and §185.05(1)(a), Florida Statutes, and §22.02(a), Jacksonville Charter, the membership of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees shall include a “fifth” member chosen by the majority of the other board members and such “fifth” member shall be, as a ministerial act, appointed by the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the members of the Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees have passed a Resolution requesting the City Council confirm their appointment of Willard Payne, a copy of the Resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the appointment of Willard Payne to the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees, replacing Nathaniel Glover, Jr., in accordance with the applicable provisions of Chapters 175.061 and 185.05, Florida Statutes, and Article 22, Jacksonville Charter, for a first four year term.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
