Background Information: Funding in this appropriation will meet the costs of tenant buildout and millwork; bank equipment that includes cabling for computers, surveillance cameras, phones and alarm system; furniture, including desks, credenzas, lateral files, end tables and guest chairs; break room tables and computer stand; and various other equipment.
