An ordinance appropriating $59,650 from the United States department of homeland security through the florida division of emergency management to the jacksonville sheriff’s office, with no local match, FOR THE STATE HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM FOR THE PERIOD SEPTEMBER 1, 2015, THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2016, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-030; providing FOR a carryover of funds INTO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER 1) THE STATE HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM GRANT AWARD AND 2) THE FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBAWARD AND GRANT AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PATROL AND ENFORCEMENT OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; providing for an effective date.

Section 1.
