Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide needed treatment services for teens and young adults in the Duval County Teen Court program and help cover the gap in funding for these critical services. The three-year grant, at $25,000.00 per year for fiscal years 2016 through 2018, is made from funds provided by an anonymous donor at The Community Foundation for Northeast Florida. If these funds are not allocated through the City of Jacksonville, teenage offenders will not have an opportunity to seek treatment for drug and alcohol dependency and counseling for family issues.
