WHEREAS, Solomon Properties, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 5.20(  acres located in Council District 5 at 9545 San Jose Boulevard between Sunbeam Road and Old Sunbeam Road (R.E. No(s) 148945-0050), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated December 11, 2015 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has/have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 92-17-96-E) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 92-17-96-E) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall generally permit commercial uses, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated December 11, 2015.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

Revised Exhibit 3 – Revised Written Description dated March 16, 2016.

Revised Exhibit 4 – Revised Site Plan dated March 16, 2016.

Exhibit 5 – Development Services Division Memorandum dated February 9, 2016.

Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a) All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited.  Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.”) when the building or parking areas are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one (1.0) f.c. when abutting other non-residential properties.  All lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide, compact fluorescent or LED. The maximum light pole height in all parking areas should not exceed thirty feet (30’ 0”). An exterior lighting design plan, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures schedules shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(b) The developer shall mount light fixtures on canopies so that the lens cover is recessed or flush with the bottom surface (ceiling) of the canopy.

(c) There shall be a five foot (5’) wide pedestrian walkway traversing in a north-south direction as shown on the March 16, 2016 Site Plan, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 4.  The curb, or wheel stops, shall be located to provide a clear 5’ dedicated space for pedestrians.  There shall also be a continuous sidewalk, as shown on Revised Exhibit 4, along and from the east side of the existing 48,600 sq. ft. retail building to the west side of said building.

Section 3.

All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

Upon review of the referenced application and based on the information
provided to date, the Development Services Division has the following
comments:

1. San Jose Boulevard is a FDOT maintained roadway. Number, design and
location of accesses are subject to FDOT permit.

2. Improve driveway access on Sunbeam Road to better accommodate
fuel delivery trucks. At a minimum, increase radius returns up to 50 feet.

3. Signs, fences, walls and landscaping shall be located so that horizontal
line of sight is unobstructed at driveway exits.

4. Parking areas design shall comply with Section 656.607 (k) Figure A (detail
attached).

Please understand that this does not constitute approval of the design elements.
Approval of the design elements (driveway location, dimensions, roadway
geometry, traffic circulation, etc.) shall be facilitated through the 10-set and 10-
set review process.
