Bill Summary: This bill confirms the appointment of Stephen A. Berry to the Renew Arlington Community Redevelopment Agency Advisory Board, as a planning field representative, for a first term ending December 31, 2019.
Background Information: The Renew Arlington Community Redevelopment Agency Board is established pursuant to Chapter 53, Ordinance Code, and charged to review and make recommendations to the Council on proposed changes to the CRA Plan or amendments thereto; all proposed road closures and rezoning of properties located within the CRA boundary; and plans and programs developed by the Office of Economic Development regarding the CRA Plan.  Section 53.102(a), Ordinance Code, provides that three of the seven members of the board shall be appointed by the Council President and confirmed by the Council, in various categories, including a representative of the planning, landscape architecture or architecture fields.

Mr. Berry received a bachelor’s degree in ecology from Birmingham Southern College and a bachelor’s degree in environmental engineering from the University of Florida.  He is a Senior Project Manager with Jones Edmunds, an engineering and planning firm located in the Arlington area.  Mr. Berry resides in the Craven area within Council District #5.
