Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s reappointment of Steven D. Long, Jr., P.E. as the Chief of Right-of-Way and Stormwater Maintenance within the Public Works Department.
Background Information: Section 32.302, Ordinance Code, provides that the Chief shall have a four-year degree in engineering, construction, or construction management, be a registered professional engineer with a license in the State of Florida, and a minimum of five years of experience in managing buildings or working in the fields of building management, traffic engineering, or roadway and drainage design and maintenance.
Mr. Long received a master’s degree in civil engineering from Florida State University and is a Florida licensed Professional Engineer.  He has been employed with the City of Jacksonville since 1999, working his way up from Professional Engineer to Engineer Manager, a position he held until his appointment as Chief in 2014.  Mr. Long resides in Duval County.
