NUMBERS 168964-0000, 168965-0000, 168967-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13, and 168242-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2, AND Authorizing conveyance of TITLE TO THE VESSEL NAMED “JEAN RIBAULT” AND SUCH OTHER PERSONAL PROPERTY RELATING TO THE ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY OPERATIONS; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF THE ASSIGNMENT AND ASSUMPTION OF THE OPERATING CONTRACT FOR THE ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY AND THE EXECUTION OF THE CONSENT AND AMENDMENT TO THE CONTRACT; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND  ASSIGNMENT OF THE GRANT WRITING CONTRACT WITH LANGTON ASSOCIATES, INC.; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A POST-CLOSING AND FURTHER ASSURANCES AGREEMENT; AUTHORIZING THE COMMISSION CHAIRMAN TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE TRANSFER OF THE ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY ASSETS AND OPERATIONS, AND AUTHORIZING PAYMENT OF CLOSING COSTS TO EFFECTUATE THE TRANSFER; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2015-504-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE) BY AMENDING THE JTA BUDGET SCHEDULES O & P AND SCHEDULES Q & R; PROVIDING FOR JTA Board of Directors APPROVAL; SUNSETTING OF CHAPTER 93, (ST. JOhns River  ferry Commission), ORDINANCE CODE, ON SEPTEMBER 30, 2016; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Ferry (also known as the “Mayport Ferry”) is part of the Florida State Highway System as a transportation link on State Road A1A; and

WHEREAS, as a link on State Road A1A, the St. Johns River Ferry saves time and energy of travelers by reducing fuel costs associated with the twenty-six mile alternate route by land; and

WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Ferry has been in continuous operation since 1948 and is an integral part of Florida’s growing ecotourism industry; and

WHEREAS, on February 27, 2012, the JAXPORT Board of Directors determined it would discontinue its operation of the Mayport Ferry service after September 30, 2012; and
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Jacksonville created a special committee to review the St. Johns River Ferry service, which resulted in the City Council enacting Ordinance 2012-235-E establishing the St. Johns River (Mayport) Ferry Commission (the “Commission”); and
WHEREAS, the purpose of the Commission was to have operational control of all operations, maintenance and capital improvements for the St. Johns River Ferry; and
WHEREAS, on May 27, 2014 the Jacksonville City Council passed Ordinance 2013-820-E which ordinance became law on June 10, 2014, and included an Interlocal agreement (the “Interlocal Agreement”) providing, among other things, that the Commission and JTA would negotiate in good faith for the purposes of entering into an agreement for the transition, conveyance, maintenance and operational responsibility of the Ferry by the JTA; and
WHEREAS, the City and the Commission desire to transfer the maintenance and operational responsibility of the Ferry to JTA and JTA desires to assume the maintenance and operational responsibility for the Ferry; now therefore,
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Conveyance of Real Property and Personal Property. Upon execution and delivery to JTA of those certain deeds attached hereto as Third Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Third Revised Exhibit 1, Third Rev deeds, March 22, 2016 – Floor”, the City shall convey title to the following certain parcels of real property known as R.E. Numbers 168964-0000, 168965-0000 and 168967-0000, in Council District 13, and 168242-0000 in Council District 2 (collectively  the “Real Property”). Upon execution and delivery of that certain Bill of Sale and Vessel Bill of Sale attached hereto as Third Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Third Revised Exhibit 2, Third Rev Bills of Sale, March 22, 2016 – Floor”, the City shall convey title to the tangible and intangible personal property as evidenced by that certain Bill of Sale. All assets described above shall be transferred free and clear of all liens and encumbrances, but otherwise in their “as is” condition.  
Section 2.

Assignment and Assumption of Operator Contract and Execution of Consent and Amendment to the Operator Contract.  The Commission Chairman (or his designee) is authorized to execute that certain Assignment and Assumption of Contract and Amendment to the Operator Contract attached hereto as composite Revised Exhibit 3. 
Section 3.

Assignment of Agreement for Grant Writing Services with Langton Associates, Inc. and Consent to Assignment.  The Commission Chairman (or his designee) is authorized to execute that certain Assignment of Grant Writing Services with Langton Associates, Inc. and Consent to Assignment of the Agreement attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 4.
Section 4.   Post-Closing and Further Assurances Agreement. The Commission Chairman (or his designee) is authorized to execute that certain Post-Closing and Further Assurances Agreement attached hereto as Third Revised Exhibit 5, labeled as “Third Revised Exhibit 5, Third Rev Post-Closing, March 22, 2016 – Floor”.  The Commission Chairman (or his designee) is authorized to execute the Transfer Agreement regarding the St. Johns River Ferry Transfer of Operations attached hereto as Third Revised Exhibit 5, labeled as “Third Revised Exhibit 5, Third Rev Post-Closing, March 22, 2016 – Floor”.
Section 5.
 
Authorization of the Mayor and/or Commission Chairman to Execute Documents; Payment of Closing Expenses. The Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to execute any documents necessary on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, and the Commission Chairman, or his designee, is authorized to execute any documents necessary on behalf of the St. Johns River Ferry Commission to effectuate transfer of the assets to JTA (the “Documents”). The Documents may include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance, as may be acceptable to the Commission Chairman, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the documents by the Chairman or his designee. No modification to the documents may increase the financial obligations or the liability to the Commission and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate action required by law (“technical” is herein defined as including, but not limited to, legal descriptions and surveys, typographical errors, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, and similar technical issues). The conveyances and assignments set forth in this Ordinance shall be made at no cost to the City or the Commission, except reasonable and customary closing costs, including, but not limited to all of the cost of the preparation of the conveyance documents, all recording costs and documentary stamps, and the costs of any title commitments for the real property. The conveyances and assignments set forth in this Ordinance shall be made at no cost to the JTA, except reasonable and customary closing costs, and thereafter the JTA assumes responsibility for operating the St. Johns River Ferry at its expense as set forth in the Documents.  

Section 6.

Amending Ordinance 2015-504-E to Revise JTA Schedules for the 2015-2016 Budget.  Sections 5.1 and 5.2 of Ordinance 2015-504-E are hereby amended, in part, to revise Schedules O & P to the JTA budget. Second Revised Schedule O & Second Revised Schedule P collectively attached hereto as Exhibit 6, are by this reference, made a part of Ordinance 2015-504-E.

Section 7. 
JTA Board of Directors approval. The execution and delivery by the JTA of the foregoing Documents are subject to the approval by the Board of Directors of the Jacksonville Transportation Authority at a duly convened meeting.  
Section 8.

Sunsetting Chapter 93 (St. Johns River Ferry Commission), Ordinance Code.  The provisions of Chapter 93 (St. Johns River Ferry Commission), Ordinance Code, providing for the St. Johns River Ferry Commission, shall sunset, be repealed, and be of no further effect on September 30, 2016.
Section 9. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Ribault” (and/or any other additional or replacement vessel(s) purchased hereafter), and any other
tangible personal property related to the operations of the St. Johns River Ferry service
(collectively, the “Tangible Personal Property”), and upon exercise of such reentry, all right, title
and interest of JTA in the Ferry Properties, the vessel(s), and the Tangible Personal Property shall
revert to the City of Jacksonville. Immediately thereafter, JTA shall resume making its annual
payment to the City of $400,000, as increased by the Consumer Price Index from October 1, 2016,
as more specifically set forth in the Interlocal Agreement.

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POST-CLOSING AND FURTHER ASSURANCES AGREEMENT

This Post-Closing and Further Assurances Agreement (“Agreement”) is made effective March
31, 2016, by and between ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY COMMISSION, for and on the
behalf of the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a body politic and corporate of the State of Florida,
pursuant to Section 93.105(h), Ordinance Code, whose address is 117 West Duval Street,
Suite 425, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (the “Commission”) and JACKSONVILLE
TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY, a Florida body politic and corporate and an agency of
the State of Florida, whose mailing address is P.O. Drawer “O”, 121 West Forsyth Street,
Suite 200 Jacksonville, Florida 32202 ("JTA".

RECITALS

The City of Jacksonville (the “City”) is this day conveying certain real property and
tangible personal property to the JTA, and transferring the operations of the “St. Johns River
Ferry” pursuant to the provisions of Ordinance 2016-127-E (the “Authorizing Ordinance™). Due
to the continuous nature of the St. Johns River Ferry operations, the Commission has requested,
and JTA has agreed to undertake certain post-closing obligations, to facilitate the transfer of the
St. Johns River Ferry to the JTA.

NOW, THEREFORE, for ten dollars and other good and valuable consideration, the
parties agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The recitals set forth above are true and correct and incorporated herein by
this reference.

2. Grants. (a) The City is the recipient of a Federal Lands Access Program (“FLAP”)
operating award for Fiscal Year 2015/2016 in the amount of $450,000.00. The City has
encumbered $300,000.00 of the total $450,000.00 but there remains $150,000.00 to be
encumbered during the term of the award. According to the Federal Lands Access Program
Memorandum of Agreement between the City, Florida Department of Transportation and the
Federal Highway Administration- Eastern Federal Lands Highway Division, dated August 21,
2014, the FLAP funds are eligible for assignment to JTA upon transfer of ownership. The City
shall cooperate in good faith with JTA and the Florida Department of Transportation to assign
the remainder of the FLAP grant funding to JTA, and the City shall execute any amendments,
addendums, assignments or other documents necessary to assign the remaining FLAP funds
upon transfer of the ferry.

(b) JTA s currently the recipient of two direct awards for ferry capital projects. The first award
was originally granted to the Jacksonville Port Authority prior to its transfer of the ferry to the
City was assigned to JTA prior; the Federal Transit Administration Passenger Ferry Grant was

transferred from the Jacksonville Port Authority to JTA in the amount of $4,973,009 for the
slipwall project.

(c) The second pending award was secured by the Florida Department of Transportation of a
2016 Federal Transit Administration Passenger Ferry Grant from the Federal Highway
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Administration in the amount of $836,755, which is proposed for terminal bridge and seawall
repair. This funding will be a direct award to JTA and no assignment from the City is required.

(d) The City and JTA have jointly applied for a second FLAP award for operations for fiscal
year 2016. Should the City and JTA be awarded the second FLAP grant award, upon transfer of
the ferry to JTA, the City shall cooperate in good faith with JTA and the Florida Department of
Transportation to assign the City’s interest in the FLAP grant funding to JTA.

(e) The City and JTA have jointly applied for a $6,000,000 grant from the Federal Transit
Administration Passenger Ferry Grant Discretionary Program for completion of the slipwall
project. Should the City and JTA be awarded the Federal Transit Administration Passenger Ferry
Grant award, upon transfer of the ferry to JTA, the City shall cooperate in good faith with JTA to
assign the City’s interest in the FTA Passenger Ferry Grant funding to JTA.

(f) Atall times during the term of this Agreement the parties shall cooperate in good faith to
seek any grants or other alternative funding sources which may be or become available to offset
or pay for the costs of capital projects, operating expenses, Capital Expenses or any
Extraordinary Capital Expenses, as those terms are defined in the Transfer Agreement.

3. Settlement or “True-Up” of Financial Obligations/Reimbursement to City.

(a) The parties have put forth their best effort to identify any prepaid expenses of which
all or part would be reimbursable to the City upon transfer of the ferry operations. In addition to
the reconciliation outlined in paragraph 4 below, the parties agree that the City has expended
$32,080.00 for terminal insurance that was not included in the insurance premiums paid by HMS
on behalf of the City. This terminal insurance will be assigned to JTA upon transfer of the ferry
operations on March 31, 2016. As a result, upon transfer of the ferry to JTA, JTA agrees to pay
its pro-rata share of the remaining premium: $16,040.00 (for coverage between March 31-
September 30, 2016) to the City within thirty (30) days of the transfer.

(b) The City and JTA, along with the ferry operator, HMS Ferries, Inc., by separate
instrument, have also agreed to a reconciliation of the budget variance between the City’s annual
payments made in Fiscal Year 2015/2016 up to March 31, 2016. The settlement period between
HMS and the City will be sixty (60) days.

(c) Should the City determine that the City is owed reimbursement for costs or eXpenses
incurred by the City as of March 31, 2016 which were advanced and accrued to, benefit or
otherwise apply in connection with the ownership, operation, insurance, licensing and
registration, maintenance or repair of the ferry, the City shall, within sixty (60) days submit
detailed statement in writing and request for reimbursement (including whether the payment
should be prorated and the basis for proration). The detailed statement shall also include the
records and documentation of such amounts set forth in the request (including, without
limitation, invoices, purchase orders and proof of payment). JTA shall pay to the City all
undisputed reimbursements within sixty (60) days of receipt.

4. Operations. To facilitate the transfer of the St. Johns River Ferry Operations, the
parties agree to the following: the Commission and JTA agree to complete the reconciliation of
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financial operating issues as of March 31, 2016, except for the post-transfer financial obligations
of the Commission as expressly set forth in the closing documents. This reconciliation includes
but is not limited to final meter readings on any and all gas, water, sewer, electric and all other
utility services being made as of 12:01 A.M. on March 31, 2016 or as soon thereafter as possible.
The Commission shall be responsible for all charges for consumption of utilities and any waste
and garbage charges prior to March 31, 2016, and JTA shall be responsible for all utility charges
and any waste and garbage charges from and after March 31, 2016. All deposits for utility
services shall remain the sole property of the Commission and JTA shall make new security
deposit arrangements with the utility companies providing services.

5. Covenant After Closing. Subject to the limitations and provisions of s. 768.28,
F.S. (the limitations and provisions of which are not altered, expanded or waived), the
Commission hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless JTA from and against any and all
loss, cost or expense (including, without limitation, reasonable attorney's fees) resulting by
reason of the Commission’s performance or failure to perform any of its obligations relating to
the St. Johns River Ferry arising on or after October 1, 2012 and through March 31, 2016.
Subject to the limitations and provisions of s. 768.28, F.S. (the limitations and provisions of
which are not altered, expanded or waived), JTA hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless
the Commission from and against any and all loss, cost or expense (including, without limitation,
reasonable attorney's fees) resulting by reason of Assignee's performance or failure to perform
any of its obligations relating to the St. Johns River Ferry as of and after March 31, 2016.

6. Further Assurances. The parties agree to cooperate with each other to adjust,
initial, re-execute, and re-deliver any and all closing documents if deemed necessary or desirable
in their joint and reasonable discretion due to errors or inaccuracies (if any) in the deeds, bill of
sale, assignment, and other closing documents in this transaction. It is the intention of the
undersigned that all documentation for this transaction and all payments or disbursements made
will be an accurate reflection of the Authorizing Ordinance, that each party will pay all costs and
expenses contemplated by the closing documents and if silent, then as dictated by custom and
usage in this area. The parties agree and covenant to assure that this transaction and its
documentation will conform to the Authorizing Ordinance, and it is understood that each party
will rely on the other party’s agreements and covenants herein in closing this transaction. The
foregoing agreements and covenants expressly include, but are not limited to, any documentation
necessary to transfer the USCG Certificate for the Jean Ribault vessel.

7. Time of the Essence. TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE OF THIS AGREEMENT.
However, if the final date of any period which is set out in any provision of this Agreement falls
on a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday under the law of the United States or the State of Florida,
in such event, the time of such period shall be extended to the next day which is not a Saturday,
Sunday or legal holiday. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties understand and agree that
the transfer of the assets and operations shall occur on or before March 31, 2016.

8. Approval.  This Agreement, and the transaction documents, are expressly
conditioned upon the approval and authorization of the same by the City Council of the City of
Jacksonville for the Commission, and by the Board of Directors of the Jacksonville
Transportation Authority for JTA. In the event such approvals are not obtained by March 31,
2016, or such other date as mutually agreed upon by the parties, either party may terminate this
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Agreement and the transaction described herein, and the parties shall be relieved of all further
obligations.

0. Miscellaneous. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
Florida. This Agreement may not be modified, nor shall any provision be waived, except by
written instrument executed by all of the parties hereto. If any provision of this Agreement is
held to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable under present or future laws, such provision shall be
fully severable; this Agreement shall be construed and enforced as if such illegal, invalid or
- unenforceable provision had never comprised a part of this Agreement; and, the remaining
provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect and shall not be affected by
such illegal, invalid or unenforceable provision or by its severance from this Agreement. This
Agreement shall inure to the benefit of, and shall be binding upon, all of the parties’ respective
successors and assigns.

10.  Counterpart and Facsimile Signatures. This Agreement may be executed in one
or more counterparts and via facsimile signature, with such counterparts and facsimile signatures
constituting one original and entire agreement.

BROAD AND CASSEL
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AGREEMENT REGARDING ST. JOHNS
RIVER FERRY TRANSFER OF OPERATIONS

THIS AGREEMENT is made effective as of , 2016 (the
"Effective Date"), by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a consolidated political
subdivision and municipal corporation existing under the laws of the State of Florida, whose
address is 117 West Duval Street, Suite 400, Jacksonville, FL 32202, Jacksonville (the "City"), the
ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY COMMISSION, for and on the behalf of the City of
Jacksonville, pursuant to Section 93. 105(h), Ordinance Code, whose address is 117 West
Duval Street, Suite 425, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (the "Commission") and the
JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY, a body politic and corporate and an
agency of the State of Florida whose mailing address is P.O. Drawer “0”, 121 West Forsyth Street,
Suite 200 Jacksonville, Florida 32202 ("JTA")(City, Commission and JTA sometimes collectively
referred to hereinafter as the "Parties").

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Ferry (also known as the Mayport Ferry and sometimes
hereinafter referred to as the "Ferry") is part of the Florida State Highway System as a transportation
link on State Road A1A; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Jacksonville created a special committee to
review the St. Johns River Ferry service, which resulted in the City Council enacting Ordinance
2012-235-E establishing the Commission and the purpose of the Commission was to have
operational control of all operations, maintenance and capital improvements for the St. Johns River
Ferry, and the powers and purposes of the Commission are codified at Chapter 93, of the Ordinance
Code, of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, on May 27, 2014 the Jacksonville City Council passed Ordinance 2013-820-E,
which ordinance became law on June 10, 2014, and included an Interlocal agreement (the “Interlocal
Agreement”) providing, among other things, that the Commission and JTA will negotiate in good
faith for the purposes of entering into an agreement for the transition and operational responsibility
of the St. Johns River Ferry by the JTA; and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to finalize the details of the transfer of the operational
responsibility of the Ferry to JTA and JTA desires to assume the operational responsibility for the
Ferry,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the sum of Ten and No/100 Dollars ($10.00)
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency whereof is hereby
acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The recitals set forth above are true and correct and incorporated herein.

2. Transfer and Transfer Date. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, on
or before March 31, 2016, or such later date as mutually agreed to in writing by the Parties (such
date being referred to hereinafter as "the Transfer Date"), the Parties Agree that the City and
Commission shall transfer to JTA and JTA shall accept and assume operational control of the Ferry
and all real and personal property appurtenant thereto, including, without limitation the real property
owned by the City located at 4760 Ocean Street and 0 Ocean Street (Real Estate Numbers 168964-
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0000, 168965-0000 and 168967-0000) for the Mayport side of the landing and 9618 Heckscher
Drive (Real Estate Number 168242-000) for the Fort George side of the landing.

3. City to Enact Ordinance. No later than March 31, 2016, or such later date as
mutually agreed to in writing by the Parties, the City shall enact an ordinance (the “Ferry Transfer
Ordinance”) which shall provide for:

(a) Transfer of the operation, ownership and control of the Ferry and all of its appurtenant
property to JTA and authorizing the appropriate officers on behalf of the City and the Commission
to execute and deliver all such deeds, assignments, bills of sale and other documents substantially in
the form and content as described in and attached to the Ferry Transfer Ordinance to effectuate such
transfer (the "Documents");

(b) Transfer and assignment, at the option of JTA to terminate, that certain Amended and
Restated Agreement Between the Commission, on Behalf of the City of Jacksonville, and HMS
Ferries, Inc. for Operation of St. Johns River Ferry Service, executed January 10, 2014, and
effective as of October 1, 2013, as amended by that First Amendment dated October 21, 2014, and
that Second Amendment, dated November 4, 2015 (collectively referred to herein as the "Ferry
Operation Agreement"); and

(c) Amendment of Chapter 93, Ordinance Code, to provide that the St. Johns River Ferry
Commission shall continue to serve solely as an advisory committee to the JTA on behalf of the City
until September 30, 2016, at which time the City shall dissolve the St. Johns River Ferry
Commission and repeal Chapter 93, Ordinance Code.

4, Authority for JTA to Execute the Documents. Upon passage of the Ferry Transfer
Ordinance, JTA's Chief Executive Officer or his designee(s) are hereby authorized to execute and
deliver the Documents. The Documents may include such additions, deletions and changes as may
be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes of this Agreement. No
modification to the documents may increase the financial obligations or the liability of JTA and any
such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and
approval of the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate action required by law
(“technical” is herein defined as including, but not limited to, legal descriptions and surveys,
typographical errors, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, and similar technical issues).

5. Allocation Work and Capital Improvements; Cost of Transfer. Subject to the
obligations of the Parties set forth in the Documents, including, without limitation, the Parties'
agreements to cooperate in good-faith with respect to certain post-closing transition and funding
matters, from and after the Transfer Date, JTA shall take ownership and control of the Ferry and all
real and personal property assigned and conveyed appurtenant thereto and JTA shall assume
responsibility for operating the Ferry at its expense as provided in the Documents; provided,
however, the City and/or the Commission and JTA agree to allocate costs and responsibilities for
certain work and capital improvements to the Ferry and its related facilities as set forth on “Exhibit
A" attached hereto for the term of this agreement. The Parties shall cooperate in good faith to seek
any grants or other alternative funding sources which may be available to pay the costs of such work
or improvements from time to_time. Other than as specifically provided in the documents, the
conveyances and assignments set forth in the Documents shall be made at no cost to (i) the City or
Commission, except reasonable and customary closing costs, and (iii) JTA, except reasonable and
customary closing costs, including, but not limited to all of the cost of the preparation of the
conveyance documents, all recording costs and documentary stamps, and the costs of any title
commitments or policies for the real property.

6. Closing of the Transfer. The closing of the transfer transaction shall occur on the
Transfer Date at the offices of the City's General Counsel or such other place and time as agreed in
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writing not later than five (5) days prior to the Transfer Date. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
closing of this transfer may be accomplished by mail and/or courier.

7. Survival. The covenants and conditions set forth herein shall survive the closing of
the transfer of the Ferry and the delivery of the Deed and conveyance documents.

8. Approval of Council and JTA Board Required. This Agreement, and the transaction
documents, are expressly conditioned upon the approval and authorization of the same by the City
Council of the City of Jacksonville and by the Board of Directors of the Jacksonville Transportation
Authority. In the event such approvals are not obtained by March 31, 2016, or such other date as
mutually agreed upon by the parties, either party may terminate this Agreement and the transaction
described herein, and the parties shall be relieved of all further obligations.

9. Time is of the Essence. TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE OF THIS AGREEMENT.
However, if the final date of any period which is set out in any provision of this Agreement falls
on a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday under the law of the United States or the State of Florida, in
such event, the time of such period shall be extended to the next day which is not a Saturday,
Sunday or legal holiday. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties understand and agree that the
transfer of the assets and operations of the St. Johns River Ferry shall occur on or before March 31,
2016 unless such date is extended in writing by mutual agreement of the Parties. Notwithstanding
anything contained herein, in accordance with the terms of the Interlocal Agreement, until the time
of transfer of the assets and operations of the St. Johns River Ferry the JTA will make a monthly
payment of $33,333.33 in accordance with the terms of the Interlocal Agreement to the Mayport
Ferry Subfund to offset Ferry expenses incurred by the City.

10. Application of Federal Transit Administration Requirements.  Federal funding for
and other aspects of the St. Johns River Ferry Fender Rehabilitation Project which has been
undertaken by the JTA on behalf of the City pursuant to that certain Memorandum of Understanding
executed between the Parties on November 23, 2015 are subject to the requirements of the Federal
Transit Administration (“FTA”) regulations and related agreements between JTA and FTA,
authorized by 49 USC 5301 et seq, or other applicable federal legislation. Except as expressly
provided herein, JTA is and shall remain fully responsible for compliance with all federal, state and
local laws, rules, and regulations applicable to the design, construction, and operation of the St.
Johns River Ferry Fender System (“Ferry Fender System”). Furthermore, the Parties expressly
agree to execute any additional documents required by the FTA to effectuate the full intent of this
paragraph and paragraph 11 of this Agreement.

11.  Continuity of Use of Federally-Funded Transit Infrastructure. It is acknowledged by the
Parties that the terms and conditions of any FTA funding require that any work undertaken with the
use of FTA funds must be maintained in a fashion to preserve the life of the improvement. With
respect to the Ferry Fender System, JTA shall be responsible to maintain or cause to be maintained
all such transit infrastructure and equipment funded by grants from FTA for not less than the Useful
Life of such items, for transit-related purposes. As to such assets, the City, the Commission and
JTA understand that these components carry a federal interest for their life or until the FTA
approves the disposition of the assets and that repayment to the FTA may be necessary if the asset is
disposed of prior to the end of the Useful Life as set forth in “Exhibit B” attached hereto and
incorporated by reference. A table of useful lives of the components of the Ferry Fender System is
set forth on “Exhibit B” of the Cooperative Agreement for the St. Johns River Ferry Slip Wall
System dated November 23, 201S. JTA further agrees herein that it will continuously operate the
ferry (365 days a year) when the ferry is not undergoing required U.S. Coast Guard haul out or out
of service for temporary emergency repairs.
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12. Settlement or “True-Up” of Financial Obligations/Reimbursement to City.

(@) To facilitate the transfer of the St. Johns River Ferry Operations, the parties agree to the
complete the reconciliation of financial operating issues as of March 31, 2016, to the extent possible.
The Commission shall be responsible for all costs and charges related to the operation of the St.
Johns River Ferry prior to March 31, 2016, and JTA shall be responsible for all costs and charges
related to operation of the St. Johns River Ferry after March 31, 2016 (unless otherwise delineated in
this Transfer Agrement or in other written agreements between the parties).

(b) To that end, the parties have put forth their best effort to identify any prepaid expenses
of which all or part would be reimbursable to the City upon transfer of the ferry operations. In
addition to the reconciliation outlined in paragraph 4 below, the parties agree that the City has
expended $32,080.00 for terminal insurance that was not included in the insurance premiums paid
by HMS on behalf of the City. This terminal insurance will be assigned to JTA upon transfer of the
ferry operations on March 31, 2016. As a result, upon transfer of the ferry to JTA, JTA agrees to
pay its pro-rata share of the remaining premium: $16,040.00 (for coverage between March 31-
September 30, 2016) to the City within thirty (30) days of the transfer.

(¢) The City and JTA, along with the ferry operator, HMS Ferries, Inc., by separate
instrument, have also agreed to a reconciliation of the budget variance between the City’s annual
payments made in Fiscal Year 2015/2016 up to and including March 31, 2016. The settlement
period between HMS and the City will be sixty (60) days.

(d) Should the City determine that the City is owed reimbursement for costs or expenses
incurred by the City as of March 31, 2016 which were advanced and accrued to, benefit or otherwise
apply in connection with the ownership, operation, insurance, licensing and registration,
maintenance or repair of the ferry, the City shall, within sixty (60) days submit in writing a detailed
statement and request for reimbursement (including whether the payment should be prorated and the
basis for proration). The detailed statement shall also include the records and documentation of such
amounts set forth in the request (including, without limitation, invoices, purchase orders and proof
of payment). JTA shall pay to the City all undisputed reimbursements within sixty (60) days of
receipt.

13. Miscellaneous. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
Florida. This Agreement may not be modified, nor shall any provision be waived, except by
written instrument executed by all of the parties hereto. If any provision of this Agreement is held
to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable under present or future laws, such provision shall be fully
severable; this Agreement shall be construed and enforced as if such illegal, invalid or
unenforceable provision had never comprised a part of this Agreement; and, the remaining
provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect and shall not be affected by such
illegal, invalid or unenforceable provision or by its severance from this Agreement. Any
assignment, sale or conveyance of the St. Johns River Ferry operations (including without
limitation, the vessel, real property and/or tangible personal property) shall require the consent of
the City prior to the assignment, sale or conveyance by JTA. This Agreement shall inure to the
benefit of, and shall be binding upon, all of the parties' respective successors and assigns. This
Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts and via facsimile signature, with such
counterparts and facsimile signatures constituting one original and entire agreement.

14. Term. The effective date of this Agreement shall be the date the last of the Parties
to be charged executes the Agreement (“Effective Date”) and shall remain in full force and effect
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until the expiration or termination of the Interlocal Agreement, as may be amended from time to
time, except that paragraphs 10 and 11 shall continue in full force and effect until the end of the
Useful Life of the Ferry as set forth in Exhibit “B”.

Allocation of Work and Capital Improvement Costs

The Parties agree as follows as to certain work and capital improvements to the Ferry and its
related facilities:

1. The scheduled 2015/2016 maintenance overhaul of the St. Johns River Ferry vessel, the Jean
Ribault, has been completed, which consisted of, without limitation, the dry-docking,
inspection, comprehensive overhaul and repowering of engines as scheduled for late
2015/early 2016 (the "Haul Out Project"). The City was the project manager for the Haul
Out Project and the anticipated budgeted cost was estimated to be $1.8 million. JTA and the
City have mutually agreed to split the cost of the overhaul with JTA contributing to fund up
to $900,000.00 for JTA's half of the costs. If, after all final expenses and invoices are
calculated, costs exceed $1.8 million, JTA and the City will split evenly (50/50) the cost of
such overage. If, after all final expenses and invoices are calculated, the cost is less than
$1.8 million, the City and JTA agree to apply all cost savings to the Ferry Fender System
project. During the Haul Out Project, the City has issued written notifications to JTA in
writing as work has been performed and completed. JTA has provided payment of its share
of the costs. Upon completion of the Haul Out Project, the City shall be responsible and
shall promptly obtain all required inspections and or approvals required to certify that the
Haul Out Project work has been properly performed and the Ferry approved to go back into
to service, including, without limitation, any U.S. Coast Guard inspection and approvals (the
"Ferry Approvals"). Within thirty (30) days of when all work has been completed on the
Haul Out Project and Ferry Approvals have been obtained, the City shall provide JTA with a
detailed written statement of the work performed and the total costs thereof, together with
copies of all Ferry Approvals (the "Haul Out Completion Notice"). Within thirty (30) days
after receipt of said Haul Out Completion Notice, the parties will reconcile any remaining
costs and expenses related to the Haul Out Project costs.

2. Inaddition to the JTA's share of the Haul Out Project costs, in accordance with the Interlocal
Agreement, JTA is obligated to pay a monthly operation subsidy of $33,333.33 to the City
until the transfer of ferry operations upon the Transfer Date, which is currently scheduled for
March 31, 2016. Beginning on October 1, 2015 and continuing upon each month until the
Transfer Date, the JTA shall continue to pay to the City a monthly operational subsidy in the
amount of $33,333.33 per month while the City continues to operate the ferry, which subsidy
will expire on the Transfer Date, or such later date as mutually agreed to in writing by the
Parties (the "Subsidy Period"). Payment is due on or before each 30™ day thereafter during
the Subsidy Period. Should the Transfer Date be completed prior to the end of any 30-day
portion of the Subsidy Period (other than the Transfer Date contemplated herein), the amount
of the last subsidy payment shall be prorated for the partial month based on a 30-day month.

3. After the Transfer Date, JTA shall assume all responsibility for the day to day operations of
the Ferry and the routine operating costs thereof. Subject to the obligations set forth above
in this Exhibit "A", during the term of this Agreement, the responsibility for capital expenses
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shall be determined in accordance with the following definition and formula. “Capital
Expenses,” for the purposes of this Agreement, are any expenses paid for capital projects as
defined by 49 U.S.C. 5302(a)(3)(A), including match funding for capital grants. The City
and JTA mutually agree that after the JTA has paid the first $250,000 net of Grant Funding
(herein defined as inclusive of funding from grants, contributions, subsidies or other
increases to formula funding based on ferry ridership such as through the “Urbanized Area
Formula Funding Program”, a/k/a the “5307 Program”) in Capital Expenses during any
given fiscal year that the parties shall thereafter split the payment of any additional capital
expenses net of Grant Funding for that fiscal year up to a maximum total of $1,500,000. For
example, assume a Capital Expense arises in the total amount of $2,500,000, assume also
that Grant Funding would cover $1,000,000; after first applying the Grant Funding to the
balance, JTA would pay the first $250,000 and then JTA and the City would each be
responsible each for half of the remaining balance of $1,250,000 (or $625,000 each).
Capital Expenses net of Grant Funding that exceed $1,500,000 in any single fiscal year, or
that exceed $3,000,000 total during any three consecutive fiscal years, shall be considered
“Extraordinary Capital Expenses.” For the payment of any Extraordinary Capital Expenses,
the parties agree to meet and mutually agree upon an equitable allocation for payment of
these Extraordinary Capital Expenses, subject to approval of the City Council and the JTA
Board. For example, assume a Capital Expense arises in a single fiscal year in the total
amount of $2,500,000, assume also that no Grant Funding is available, JTA would pay the
first $250,000, and then JTA and the City would each be responsible for $625,000 for a total
of $1,500,000, and the parties agree to meet and mutually agree upon an equitable allocation
for payment of the remaining Extraordinary Capital Expenses balance of $1,000,000.
Provided however, that JTA shall be solely responsible for any such capital projects or
Capital Expenses, as defined above (including major alterations, capital improvements,
equipment replacements), which are caused by or arise out of the negligent act or omission
of JTA, its officers, employees, contractors or agents. At all times during the term of this
Agreement the parties shall cooperate in good faith to seek any Grant Funding or other
alternative funding sources which may be or become available to offset or pay for the costs
of the capital projects, the Capital Expenses and any Extraordinary Capital Expenses.

Contractor also hereby agrees
that it will perform a settlement (or “true-up”) pursuant to the provisions of Article 10
with JTA for the six month period of time beginning from the Effective Date to
September 30, 2016. In all other respects, the provisions in Article 10 remain intact and in
effect.
