Bill Summary: This bill amends Chapter 150 (Adult Entertainment and Services Code) to create a new Subsection (LL) of 150.103 (Definitions) and create a new Section 150.413 (Display of public awareness signs for human trafficking), Ordinance Code; provides for severability; and exercises the City Council’s power as the County’s governing body. 
Background Information: Human trafficking is a form of modern-day slavery in which traffickers use force, fraud, or coercion to control victims for the purpose of engaging in commercial sex acts or labor services against his/her will. Human trafficking is a serious, yet invisible problem with Florida ranking third in the nation when it comes to this issue and Jacksonville ranking third in the State. In 2015, The Florida legislature authorized county governments to enforce posting of human trafficking public awareness signs in certain establishments. Thus, the Council deems it necessary and appropriate to inform citizens of the epidemic for their safety and welfare. The display of signs shall be at a nude, adult or dancing entertainment establishments; and a business or establishment (not owned by a health care profession) that offers massage or bodywork services for compensation. The public awareness sign must be at least 8.5 x 11 inches in size, at least 16-point font, and must state the required language in English and Spanish.
