AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $30,000 FROM The ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD TRUST FUND TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO 1) ENABLE THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD STAFF TO ESTABLISH A PARTNERSHIP WITH THE U.S. GREEN BUILDING COUNCIL, NORTH FLORIDA CHAPTER, IN THEIR LIVESMART INITIATIVE, 2) ASSIST IN THE INITIAL BUILDOUT OF THE LIVESMART TRAILER, AND 3)SUPPORT THE OUTREACH, EDUCATION, AND ENGAGEMENT OF DUVAL COUNTY RESIDENTS IN AN UNDERSTANDABLE AND CONCISE FORMAT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-029; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE UNITED STATES GREEN BUILDING COUNCIL - NORTH FLORIDA CHAPTER (USGBC-NF) FOR THE LIVESMART INITIATIVE (THE “PROJECT”); PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF REGULATORY COMPLIANCE; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(g) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, for the professional services OF USGBC - NF; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2016-2017.

Section 3.  
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to i) enable the Environmental Protection Board staff to establish a partnership with the U.S. Green Building Council, North Florida Chapter, in their LiveSMART initiative, ii) assist in the initial buildout of the LiveSMART trailer, and iii) support the outreach, education, and engagement of Duval County residents in an understandable and concise format. 
Section 4. 
Agreement Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Jacksonville and the United States Green Building Council - North Florida Chapter (USGBC-NF), in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, for the LiveSMART Initiative (the “Project”). A copy of the minutes of the June 8, 2015 meeting of the Environmental Protection Board approving the LiveSMART Project is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by tis reference.
Section 5.

Oversight Department. The Department of Regulatory Compliance shall oversee the Project.


Section 6.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of the professional services of USGBC - NF for the Project. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 7.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDNG (“MOU") is made as of the ___ day of 2015, between
City of Jacksonville Environmental Protection Board, a body polmc whose address is 214 N Hogan
Street - Suite 500, ]acksonv1lle F132202 (“EPB”), and the U.S. Green Building Council - North Florida
Chapter with the address at 388 8t Street, Atlantlc Beach, FL 32233 (“USGBC NF")

* EPBand USGBC NF both desire to educate consumers and businesses ;albout how to be more
energy and water efﬁéient and sustainable in their every day practices; and

o EPB and USGBC NF both desire to reduce energy and water consumption and create a healthier

living environment for NE Florida residents

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the parties hereby agree as follows:
1. RECITALS. The recitals, also knowh as Background Facts, set forth above are true and correct in
all respects, and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of the Agreement.
2. OBLIGATIONS OF EACH PARTY. |
a. EPB'S Obligations:
i. EPB agrees to provide its high resolution logo
ii. EPB agrees to provide the following support per the description and expectations as
a LiveSMART Founder (Attachment A): | |
a. FY 2015-2016--$30,000
iii. EPB agrees to help promote LiveSMART wherever and whenever possible
iv. EPB agrees to help LiveSMART connect with entities in the community
b. USGBC NF Obligations
1. USGBC NF agrees to place EPB’s logo on LiveSMART per the Partner Sponsor
Package (see Attachment __)
ii. USGBC NF agrees to provide updates on LiveSMART’s metrics at least twice a year
for three years following initial funding.
iii. USGBC NF agrees to provide updates on LiveSMART’s budget at least once a year for

three years following initial funding
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3. Term and Renewal. This MOU shall continue in effect for three (3) years and is non-renewable.

4. Performance. EPB and USGBC NF shall perform the work in a workmanlike manner, using
reasonable efforts and abilities, on a non-emergency basis. '

5. Safety. EPB and USGBC NF agree that the safety of all employees, contractors, and the public shall
always be considered as having priority. Either EPB or USGBC NF personnel may stop the work
immediately due to any safety concerns. _

6. Force Majeure. Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, neither party shall be liable for
any failure or delay in the performance of its obligations under this Agreement due to a force
majeure event, including but not limited to, acts of civil or military authorify, acts of courts and/or
regulatory agencies, war, riot or insurrection, embargoes, sabotages, strikes or lockouts (provided
such strike or lockout does not arise from inequitable labor practices), epidemics, fires, floods,
earthquakes, tornadoes, hurricanes. In the event of any failure or delay resulting from such causes,
upon notice of the other party within five (5) days of occurrence of the event giving rise to the
delay, the time for performance hereunder shall be extended for a period of time reasonably
necessary to overcome the effects of such delays.

7. Indemnification. Each party agrees to indemnify, reimburse, and hold each other harmless,
including their officers, employees, representatives, agents, contraétors, successors and affiliated
entities (each an "indemnified party"), from and against any liabilities which in any way may arise
from or pertain to the negligence or willful misconduct of either party or its employees,
representatives, ager_lts contractors or subcontractors in connection with i'ts or their performance
of this Agreement.

8. Disclaimer of Warranties. EXCEPT AS SET FORTH IN THIS AGREEMENT, EPB AND USGBC NF
MAKES NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES WITH RECARD TO THE PROJECT, AND
EXPRESSLY DISCLAIMS ANY IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY.

9. No Third Party Beneficiaries. This MOU does not provide third parties, including customers of
EPB or of the City, with any remedy, claim, liability, reimbursement, and cause of action or to the
right or privilege.

10. No Waivers. Failure of EPB or the City to take action to enforce cofnpliance with any of the terms
or conditions of this MOU or to give notice or declare this MOU or any authorization granted
hereunder terminated shall not constitute a waiver or relinquishment of any term or condition of
this MOU, but the same shall be and remain at all times in full force and effect.

11. Entire MOU. This MOU constitutes the entirel agreement between the parties and supersedes all

previous discussion, understandings and agreements between the parties relating to the subject
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matter hereof.

12. Applicable Law. The MOU shall be construed, interpreted and controlled by the laws of the State
of Florida. |

13. Public Re(;ofds. The Parties Lmderstgnd and agree that all documents of any kind provided in
connection with this MOU are public records and are treated as such in accordance with Florida
law. o | ' :

14. Limitations of Government Liability. Nothing in this MOU shall be _deemed a waiver of immunity
or limits of ]i-ability of EPB beyond any statutory limited waiver of i':m'munity or limits which may
have been adopted by the Florida Législature in Florida Statutes Section 768.28, or other statute
as it now exists or may be changed from time to tihe, and nothing in the MOU shall inure to the
.benefit of any third party for the purpose of allowing any claim which would otherwise be barred

under the Doctrine of Sovereign Immunity or by operation of law.

Presentation by Applicant

Sarah Boren, USGBC, shdred that Smart stands for Sustalnable Materlals and Resources Trailler. The Chapter’s vision
s to creatfe a sustainable region and green buildings for all in North Florida by (2040) through open, collaborative
education, leadership, and action. Essentlally linking people, planet, and profits by teaching through green
buildings.

LIVESmart’s Intent Is to educate, inspire, and activate people about green bulldings and sustainable living as well
as connecting to local talent, products and services; create local jobs and continue to learn, collaborate and
Innovate. The goal is to reach 30,000 people a year with two different audiences and achelving 5 - 20% energy
consumpton reduction of 5% visits. Internship and community service hour opportunities have aready begun. The
goal is to make sustainabllity accessible and easy. The primary target audience Is the general public at big events
and secondary target iIs schools, churches, homeowner associations when there are no big events. The “see
touch” experlence of sustainable choices and practices will be featured.

To measure LIVESmart's actual impact and Its effectiveness In reaching its goals, several different metrics will be
employed and reported on regularly including quantitative, qualitative and sharing methods.

A brlef discussion ensued regarding the metric evaluation and detalls of the budget proposal (a three year
budget). A portion of the funding will complete the physical build out of the trailer and assist with the startup of
the operation.

Board Member Steve Jenkins mentioned that the proposal was forwarded to the EPB Educatlon & Public
Outreach Committee at a Workshop and the EPO Committee is very satfisfied with the Investment. The EPO
Committee recommends approval of the funding proposal for the LIVESmart Project with the following reporting
conditions: 1) a 6 month report on metrics; 2) an annual report on financial budget.

A motion was made to approve (Jenkins) the USGBC NF Chapter LIVESmart Project funding request in an amount
of $30,000 for sponsorship of the LIVESmart Project with the following reporting conditions: 1) a 6 month report on
metrics; 2) an annual report on financial budget, which was properly seconded (Bellamy) and unanimously
approved by the body. ‘
