An ordinance appropriating $907,000 ($209,727.95 from the egrets nest drive project  and  $697,272.05 FROM THE countywide intersection improvements and bridge rehab PROJECT) TO THE cedar point road, grove park boulevard, and jork road bridge IMPROVEMENTS PROJECTS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-039; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “EGRETS NEST DRIVE CULVERT REPAIR” AND “COUNTYWIDE INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS AND BRIDGE REHAB – BRIDGES” AND TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “CEDAR POINT ROAD BRIDGES”, “GROVE PARK BOULEVARD BRIDGE”, AND “JORK ROAD BRIDGE”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sums from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to utilize existing pay-go funding in order to allow bridge improvement projects to be completed without the City’s incurring any debt. Once these projects are completed, any remaining balances will revert back to the Countywide Intersection Improvement and Bridge Rehab Project (PWCP327RD549/PW0381-02).

Section 3.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to reduce funding for the projects entitled “Egrets Nest Drive Culvert Repair” and “Countywide Intersection Improvements and Bridge Rehab – Bridges” and to increase funding for the projects entitled “Cedar Point Road Bridges”, “Grove Park Boulevard Bridge”, and “Jork Road Bridge”. The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will cause unnecessary delay in the initiation of repairs to Grove Park Bridge and in the design activities for all three bridges. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Oversight.

The Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
