BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subordination of temporary construction easement.
There is hereby approved in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the subordination to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of a temporary construction easement in Parcel 701 within the right-of-way of Townsend Road at the intersection of Townsend Road and Blanding Boulevard in Council District 9. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver a Temporary Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all documentation necessary to convey to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) the temporary construction easement. The temporary construction easement, which contains 107 square feet, is needed for the purposes of modifying sidewalks and ADA curb ramps to match the configuration of proposed signal installation and removing existing traffic devices.  
Section 2.

Subordination of permanent easements.
There is hereby approved in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the subordination of twelve (12) permanent easements to FDOT in District 9. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver a Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all documentation necessary to convey to FDOT the twelve (12) permanent easements in Parcel 800. Parcel 800 comprises 12 parts containing 18,611 square feet, all of which are within the right-of-way of Morse Avenue, 118th Street, 105th Street, Cedar Hills Boulevard, Confederate Point Road, Shirley Avenue, Lake Shore Boulevard, or Wesconnett Boulevard. The permanent easements are needed for the purposes of constructing and maintaining sidewalks, ADA curb ramps, and traffic signals for vehicles and pedestrians at multiple intersections along Blanding Boulevard.
