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ORDINANCE 2016-156
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An ordinance regarding a grant to THE BOB HAYES INVITATIONAL TRACK MEET INC. for Fiscal years 2014-2015 and 2015-2016; addressing NONCOMPLIANCE with the city grant and ordinance code chapter 118 for fiscal year 2014-2015; providing for forgiveness to the bob hayes invitational track meet Inc. for violations related to their fiscal year 14-15 city grant and approving revised 2014-2015 budget; DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF THE BOB HAYES INVITATIONAL TRACK MEET INC. FROM THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A first amendment to the 2015-2016 City GRANT AGREEMENT (bob hayes invitational track meet); PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE Office of sports and entertainment; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; providing for an effective date.

WHEREAS, the City Grant Agreement requires that City funds be expended by the recipient in accordance with a budget reviewed and approved by the City contract administrator; and

WHEREAS, the Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet Inc. (“Bob Hayes Track Meet”) received a City grant in the 2014-2015 fiscal year in the amount of $84,875.00, and although the budget was not exceeded, certain line items were over spent, while others were underspent, but the aggregate amount of the grant was not exceeded; and

WHEREAS, as a result, the Council Auditor’s Office, after receiving the required annual report, placed the Bob Hayes Track Meet on a noncompliance list due to expending funds not in accordance with the approved budget; and 


WHEREAS, being on the noncompliance list precludes Bob Hayes Track Meet from receiving further City appropriations; and 


WHEREAS, Bob Hayes Track Meet requests that the City Council consider the following: forgiving the action of noncompliance described herein above, curing the noncompliance by legislation; and

WHEREAS, City grant agreement requires that any changes to the 2015-2016 budget be approved in writing by the City’s Contract Administrator prior to the expenditure of such funds, the 2015-2016 agreement is being amended to allow movement between line items but keeping within total budgeted amount; now therefore


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ratifying Provisions of the 2014-2015 City Grant Agreement. The City of Jacksonville hereby acknowledges and ratifies the 2014-2015 expenses as outlined in the budget attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  

Section 2.

Removal from the Non-Compliance List. The City of Jacksonville hereby forgives the Bob Hayes Track Meet for any grant administration errors that may have occurred with regard to their fiscal year 2014-2015 city grant, including not spending the grant in accordance with the approved budget, and directs the Council Auditor to remove the Bob Hayes Track Meet from the noncompliance list.  
Section 3.

Approving and authorizing First Amendment to the 2015-2016 City Grant Agreement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute, for and on behalf of the City, a first amendment to the 2015-2016 City Grant Agreement (8311-12) between the City of Jacksonville and the Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet Inc., which (i) allows for true up of expenditures for up to 60 days after the Bob Hayes Track meet and  (ii) attaches a revised budget that allows more broadly approved categories, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 4.

Oversight Department.
The Office of Sports and Entertainment shall oversee the project described herein.

Section  5.
Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Bob Hayes Track Meet cannot receive their $84,875 for the 2016 Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet and the event has been scheduled to take place March 17, 2016.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE 2015-2016 CITY GRANT AGREEMENT
(Draw Grant — Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet)

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), made and
entered into on this day of , 2016, by and between the
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a political subdivision and municipal corporation of the State of
Florida (hereinafter referred to as the “Ciry’) and BOB HAYES INVITATIONAL TRACK
MEET, INC., a Florida non-profit corporation (hereinafter referred to as the “Recipient”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2015-504-E of the City of Jacksonville, Florida has appropriated
for the City's current Fiscal Year October |, 2015 through September 30, 2016 the sum of
$84,875.00 to the Recipient, to conduct a program under the oversight of the Office of Special
Events, or its successor City department, commission or agency (hereinafter referred to as the
“Department”), and subject to the requirements of Chapter 118 entitled the Bob Hayes
Invitational Track Meet (hereinafter referred to as the “Prograni); and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to enter into the First Amendment to the
Agreement with the Recipient to administer and conduct the Program in accordance with the
terms and conditions set forth herein; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned representative of the Recipient has been authorized to sign
this Agreement, which shall be binding upon the Recipient;

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION of the appropriation and disbursement of
City Funds now or hereafter made, and the mutual covenants herein, the parties do hereby agree
to amend said Agreement as follows:

Il. GENERAL CONDITIONS

A. The Recipient shall provide services for the Program as set forth in
Revised Exhibit A (“Scope of Services” or “Services”). The Scope of Services also includes the
budgeted use of City Funds (defined herein) and the Program Goals and Objectives/Outcomes.

VII. PROGRESS REPORTS/
FINANCIAL REPORTS/PROGRAM MONITORING

A. The City's Contract Administrator will be responsible for monitoring the
administrative and programmatic functions of the provisions of this Agreement. The City's
Contract Administrator for this Agreement will be the Director of the City’s Office of Special
Events or other appointed designee.
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B. Recipient agrees to provide the City's Contract Administrator, or his/her
designee with an annual narrative progress report on the Program described in Revised Exhibit
A and shall include basic statistical information relevant to the Program. Report forms are
attached in Revised Exhibit A. Narrative program report due dates are as follows:

October 4, 2016.

The Recipient shall provide the Contract Administrator with a financial report along with
the annual narrative progress report during the term of this Agreement on the same due date as
the annual narrative progress report which shall include a statement of expenditures made in
cach budget category and line item identified in the Recipient’s budget attached in Revised
Exhibit A. Failure to submit required reports and documents shall result in a temporary hold on
financial reimbursements until reporting is current.

C. The City’s Contract Administrator or designee, annually, as outlined in
Revised Exhibit A will monitor the Program Goals and Objectives. The City’s Contract
Administrator will determine if the Recipient's stated Program Goals and Objectives have been
met, or if sufficient progress has not been made toward meeting said Goals and Objectives.
Failure of the Recipient to at least maintain sufficient progress in these areas may be grounds for
termination of this Agreement.

XIIl. BUDGET CHANGES

The approved budget for the Recipient, included in_Revised Exhibit A, and any
changes in the budget which would affect expenditure of funds provided under the terms of this
contract, shall be approved in writing by the Contract Administrator, or designee prior to the
expenditure of such funds; provided, that nothing herein shall authorize or allow any expenditure
or obligation of funds in excess of the total sum aforesaid. Funds may be transferred from line
item to line item within the line items specified in Revised Exhibit A only with prior written
approval of the Contract Administrator, provided that the total expenditure shall not exceed the
maximum indebtedness of this contract. Budget amendments requested by the Recipient must be

received and logged in by the Contract Administrator no later than February-28-2045- 60 days
after the event.

XVII. REVERSION OF ASSETS

The Recipient shall transfer to the City any City Funds or assets on hand and any
accounts receivable attributed to the use of City Funds at such time the City no longer does
business with the Recipient for the purposes described in Revised Exhibit A. However, any real
property under the Recipient’s control that was acquired or improved in whole or in part with
City Funds in excess of $2,000 shall be used to meet one of the objectives of the Public Service
Grant program, until three years after expiration of this Agreement or such longer period of time
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as determined appropriate by the City. Should the Recipient dispose of such property prior to the
expiration of the three year period set forth herein, the Recipient shall reimburse the City for the
acquisition or improvement of such property less any portion of the value of the property
attributable to expenditures of non-City Funds for acquisition of, or improvement to the property
when the Recipient ceases doing business with the City for the purposes described in Revised
Exhibit A. At the end of the three (3) year period set forth herein, the Recipient shall dedicate
the subject real property, in fee simple, free and clear of any and all encumbrances, by warranty
deed to the City.
