BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Air Pollution Control Specific Operating Agreement between the State of Florida, Department of Environmental Protection (“FDEP”) and Duval County, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “SOA”). The SOA is a continuation of a document that delineates the responsibilities of FDEP and the City’s Environmental Quality Division (“EQD”) and establishes the basis upon which FDEP and EQD will work together to protect the City’s air quality. 

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
