RESOLUTION 2016-163-A
A RESOLUTION REAPPOINTING BARBARA GOODMAN AS A MEMBER OF THE DUVAL COUNTY TOURIST DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL, AS A TOURIST INDUSTRY REPRESENTATIVE, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 70, ORDINANCE CODE, AND SEC. 125.0104, FLORIDA STATUTES, FOR A FIRST FULL TERM ENDING JUNE 30, 2019; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Section 50.104, Ordinance Code, provides that partial terms, for less than 50 percent of the standard length of term, shall not be considered a first full term for reappointment eligibility purposes; and

WHEREAS, Barbara Goodman was initially appointed to the Duval County Tourist Development Council, via Resolution 2013-536-A, for a partial term less than 50 percent of the length of a standard term for the Duval County Tourist Development Council and is as a result now eligible for reappointment to a first full term; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Reappointment.
The Council hereby reappoints Barbara Goodman, a Duval County resident, to the Duval County Tourist Development Council, as a representative of the tourist industry, in accordance with Chapter 70, Ordinance Code, and Sec. 125.0104, Florida Statutes, for a first four-year term expiring June 30, 2019.
