Bill Summary: The ordinance defines a One Spark Festival Overlay Zone in downtown Jacksonville to be effective for a 26-hour period on April 6-7, 2016 and provides that during that effective period the City waives enforcement of certain Ordinance Code provisions regarding noise control standards and public consumption of alcoholic beverages. Emergency approval of the ordinance on second reading after one committee cycle is requested.
Background Information: The bill provides for waiver of the noise control ordinance and off-site alcoholic beverage open container ordinance from 12:01 a.m. on Wednesday, April 6th to 2:00 a.m. on Thursday, April 7th within the One Spark Festival Overlay Zone to accommodate the street party with outdoor music and consumption of alcoholic beverages in public places. The zone comprises the Jacksonville Landing property and 17 city blocks stretching from the Landing and Water Street north to Duval Street and from Hogan Street east to Liberty Street, incorporating “The Elbow” district along Bay Street, Ocean and Newnan Streets.
