An ordinance concerning a continuation grant; appropriating $5,897,113.51 ($2,000,000.00 from the state of Florida department of environmental protection (FDEP) and $3,897,113.51 from beach erosion subfunds) TO OBTAIN FDEP’S COST SHARE OF THE CITY’S BEACH RE-NOURISHMENT EFFORTS, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 16-053; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT AMONG THE BUREAU OF OCEAN ENERGY MANAGEMENT OF THE DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR AND THE CORPS OF ENGINEERS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA REGARDING THE USE OF OUTER CONTINENTAL SHELF SAND RESOURCES FOR SHORE PROTECTION IN DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Carryover.
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carry over into fiscal year 2016-2017.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to obtain the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection’s cost share of the City’s beach re-nourishment efforts. Beach re-nourishment is governed by a Local Cooperation Agreement among the City, the State, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE). USACE is responsible for project management and most of the costs, while the City and the State are responsible for the remaining costs (the “Local Share”). USACE requires full payment of the Local Share no later than March 25, 2016.
Section 4.

Approving and authorizing execution of Agreement.
 There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City as part of the beach re-nourishment project, the Memorandum of Agreement among the Bureau of Ocean Energy Management of the Department of the Interior and the Corps of Engineers of the Department of the Army and the City of Jacksonville, Florida Regarding the Use of Outer Continental Shelf Sand Resources for Shore Protection in Duval County, Florida, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of legislative Services.    
Section 5.

Departmental Oversight.  The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.
  
Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that full payment of the Local Share is required by March 25, 2016. A one cycle emergency is needed to meet this deadline.
