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ORDINANCE 2016-180-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF GARY STREET BETWEEN HENDRICKS AVENUE AND Kings avenue TO “NAUGLE WAY” IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(E) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT NINETY PERCENT OF ALL PROPERTY OWNERS ON THAT SEGMENT OF THE STREET CONSENT TO THE RENAMING; Waiving the requirements of Section 745.105 (g) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that all street name changes shall be for the entire length of the street and not for a short segment of the street; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(I), (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE COSTS TO FUND THE STREET RENAMING SINCE IT WAS ORIGINATED WITH THE 911 EMERGENCY ADDRESSING ADVISORY COMMITTEE; WAIVING SECTION 745.105(B)(CHANGING NAMES OF PUBLIC STREETS BY ORDINANCE; HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS BY ORDINANCE), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION REVIEW THE REQUEST AND MAKE A RECOMMENDATION; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the I-95 Overland Bridge Replacement Project has caused an existing segment of Gary Street to become segmented; and

WHEREAS, for this reason the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee made a determination that the portion of Gary Street between Hendricks Avenue and Kings Avenue should be renamed in order to differentiate between the two unconnected segments of this roadway; and 

WHEREAS, the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department reached out to property owners adjacent and along Gary Street for suggestions for new names and received a request from the family-owned and operated Naugle Funeral Home (“NFH”), located at the corner of Hendricks Avenue and Gary Street in San Marco, to rename the segment between Hendricks Avenue and Kings Avenue “Naugle Way” in honor of the contribution the Naugle family and NFH has made to the San Marco community; and 

WHEREAS, Vernon C. Naugle and Stella Jones Naugle took over operation of the Thomas M. Burns Funeral Home at 1203 Hendricks Avenue in 1928 and changed the name to Burns-Naugle Funeral Home in 1930; and

WHEREAS, born in 1880, Mrs. Naugle graduated from the Worsham College of Embalming in Chicago in 1907 and was licensed as a funeral director that same year; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Naugle assisted her husband in the operation of the business until his death in 1947, and then subsequently, remained active in the funeral home operations until 1955 when her son, Robert M. Naugle, took over operations as Robert M. Naugle Mortuary; and 
WHEREAS, at the time of her death in 1964 at the age of 84, Mrs. Naugle was one of Florida’s oldest licensed funeral directors; and 

WHEREAS, over the period of time since 1928, members of the Naugle family have continued to operate the NFH at this same location; and 

WHEREAS, NFH has remained a constant fixture in the neighborhood of San Marco, originally known as South Jacksonville, occupying this location as a funeral home for almost one hundred years; and 

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the address assignment of one property owned by LMS Holdings, LLC, which is currently in bankruptcy proceedings; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Transportation Authority owns a ¼ acre property north of Gary Street, which is directly below the overpass and currently used as a public parking lot; and

WHEREAS, since the decision to rename the road originated with the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, the filing fee for renaming a road is not required; and 

WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Naugle Way” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (e), Ordinance Code, require that in order to rename a street for a person, ninety percent of the property owners on the street agree to the renaming; but given the fact that there are only two property owners affected by the request and one property is utilized as a parking lot and the other  property owned by LMS Holding, LLC is in bankruptcy proceedings, consent from Jacksonville Transportation Authority and LMS Holdings, LLC has not been obtained; thus the Council has hereby determined to waive the requirement that at least ninety percent of the property owners agree to the renaming, and also to waive any other ordinance, rule or policy inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; and
WHEREAS, under the circumstances enumerated herein, the Council finds it appropriate to change a segment of “Gary Street” between Hendricks Avenue and Kings Avenue to “Naugle Way”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of Gary Street Renamed.  The segment of “Gary Street” located between Hendricks Avenue and Kings Avenue  in Council District 5, is hereby renamed “Naugle Way”, by which name such street segment shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed “Naugle Way” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
Section 2.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (e), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e)(Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that at least ninety percent of the property owners on the street agree to the renaming, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (g), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (g) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that all street name changes shall be for the entire length of the street and not for a short segment of the street, is hereby waived because the I-95 Overland Bridge Replacement Project has caused an existing segment of Gary Street to become segmented and only that portion is being renamed. 
Section 4.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (i), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (i) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that funds to cover the cost of a street renaming be paid from the Council’s operating budget where initiated by a Council Member, is hereby waived since the decision to rename the road originated with the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee.
Section 5.  
Waiver of Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code.  Section 745.105(b) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that applications for name change be forwarded to the Historic Planning Commission for review and recommendation is hereby waived since the decision to rename the road originated with the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, but the request for name change to “Naugle Way” was not forwarded by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee for review and recommendation.  
Section 6.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 7.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
