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ORDINANCE 2016-184-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016 PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS (PSG) SCHEDULE; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2015-504-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE) TO REAPPROPRIATE THE FUNDS ORIGINALLY APPROPRIATED TO THE RONALD MCDONALD HOUSE CHARITIES TO THE CLARA WHITE MISSION, INC. IN ACCORDANCE WITH CHAPTER 118 (CITY GRANTS) PART 8 (PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS) ORDINANCE CODE AND REVISE BUDGET SCHEDULE A2; ATTACHING AND INCORPORATING SECOND REVISED SCHEDULE A2; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2015-504-E, which included the 2015-2016 Schedule of Public Service Grants was enacted by Council on September 21, 2015, and became effective October 1, 2015; and
WHEREAS, Schedule A2 to Ordinance 2015-504-E includes the appropriations for Public Service Grants (PSG) as recommended by the Public Service Grants Council (PSG Council), including the PSG Council’s recommendation that $29,319 of the funds in the low-income persons and families Priority Population be appropriated to the Ronald McDonald House Charities (Ronald McDonald House); and

WHEREAS,
Ronald McDonald House found it necessary to decline the appropriated funding; and

WHEREAS,
The PSG Council wishes to reappropriate the Ronald McDonald House funds to the next highest scoring eligible applicant in the low-income persons and families Priority Population, Clara White Mission, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, Clara White Mission, Inc. remains ready, willing, and able to perform pursuant to the provisions of its grant application to the PSG Council, it is therefore necessary to amend Revised Schedule A2 to reflect the reappropriation from Ronald McDonald House to Clara White Mission, Inc.; and
WHEREAS,
On February 10, 2016, at a duly noticed meeting, the PSG Council unanimously recommended the amount appropriated to Ronald McDonald House be reappropriated to the next agency on the 2016 scoring matrix for the low-income persons and families Priority Population, which is the Clara White Mission, Inc.  The minutes of such board action being attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Ordinance 2015-504-E to Revise Schedule A2 for the 2015-2016 Budget.  Sections 1.1, 1.2. 1.3, and 11.1, as well as the “List of Schedules” of Ordinance 2015-504-E are hereby amended, in part, to delete Revised Schedule A2 attached to the Ordinance, and insert in its place and stead Second Revised Schedule A2 attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and by this reference made a part of Ordinance 2015-504-E. 
Section 2.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the City of Jacksonville is already 4 months into fiscal year 2015-2016, and the funds hereby appropriated must be expended by Clara White Mission, Inc. before the end of the fiscal year.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Status of Ordlnance 2016 56 — Damian Cook/ John Snyder
Mr. Cook talked about how this ordinance was in Finance Committee on
Monday February 15t at which time there were several amendments. Then it
went to Rules and RCDPHS (Recreation, Community Development, Public Health
& Safety) on Tuesday, February 27 and passed with the Finance Committees
amendments. Mr. Cook also spoke to Council Member Crescimbeni's Floor
amendments and that the details of this ordinance will be discussed at the
training session during the next PSGC meeting.

PSG Application & Scoring Sheet - Damian Cook/ John Snyder

Ms. Jackson stated that the March meeting will be training for the PSG Council
Members on the revised ordinance to include the revised application template
and scoring sheet. Ms. Jackson asked the audience if they had any questions.
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Ms. Lustig with We Care had a question regarding their training. Ms. Stockwell
also stated that first the PSGC must vote on rather it wants to change the
already voted on Priority Population and rather it will utilize the application or
RFP process. Mr. Snyder stated that the training in March will be for PSGC in
room 825. The application training is set by Ordinance and that training will be in
May (within 30 days of the passing of the Priority Population Ordinance).

Mr. Snyder added ’rho’r the RFP. process is used by other grantors within the City
including Thls office. It would just require more a little more work on the front end
by this body bu’r is deflnnely an option for the future.
Mes. Sfockwell wen’r over who’r is exactly needed to be added to their
recommendation to'meet the new ordinance requirements; 1) the reason why
this body choose these Priority Populations, 2) the percentage of funding for
each population 3) rather this body wants to utilize the application or RFP
process, 4} any adjustments to the scoring point assignment recommended by
City Council. She state that she would advise against changing the Priority
Populations & percentage, since they are not ready nor have time to hear any
other information from the community. She added that she would advise
against changing Council's scoring recommendations since those were passed
last night and that the only discussion is rather the PSGC wants to utilize an
application or RFP process. Ms. Stockwell also added that the letter submitted in
November asked for the Council President to add the application form. This
needs to be removed from the new letter.
