A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING SENIOR ENVIRONMENTAL ENGINEERING MANAGER ROBERT STEVEN PACE, P.E. FOR HIS OUTSTANDING SERVICE TO THE CITY UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Steve Pace earned a bachelor’s degree from Penn State University and later received his certification as a Florida Professional Engineer; and


WHEREAS, Steve Pace began his career with positions in the private sector and later in the public sector including time as an Environmental Engineer with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency in Region IV; and


WHEREAS, Steve Pace began his employment with the City of Jacksonville as an Associate Pollution Control Engineer in 1976 and held several positions of increasing responsibility; and 


WHEREAS, Steve Pace was appointed Chief of the Air Resources Division by Mayor Tommy Hazouri and reappointed as Division Chief by Mayor Ed Austin; and


WHEREAS, under the skillful leadership and guidance of Steve Pace, the City of Jacksonville achieved significant progress and achievements in the improvement of air quality including redesignation from non-attainment to attainment status for ozone, significant reductions of odors and recognition as a national model for community noise pollution standards; and

WHEREAS, Steve Pace has been an invaluable asset to the City Council, the city government at large and the citizens of Jacksonville throughout his long and distinguished career and has provided the city government with expert advice and wise counsel over the course of 39 years; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Pace has recently retired and the Council wishes to express the City’s appreciation for his dedicated service; now therefore
