
FINANCE COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Finance Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2016-198:
(1) On page 1, line 6, strike “OPERATING CONTINGENCY” AND insert “CONTINGENCY – HEMMING PARK”;
(2) On page 1, line 8, after “Services” insert “(“DEPARTMENT”)”;
(3) On page 1, lines 11-13, strike “OPERATION AND MANAGEMENT OF HEMMING PARK BY FOHP PURSUANT TO ITS AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY AUTHORIZED BY 2014-434-E;” and insert “CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION OF A STAGE IN HEMMING PARK (THE “PROJECT”); PROVIDING FOR CARRYOVER OF FUNDS FROM YEAR TO YEAR OR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE TERMS OF THE SECOND AMENDMENT; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION TO CHAPTER 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW THE CITY TO DIRECTLY CONTRACT WITH VENDORS FOR THE PURCHASE OF LABOR AND MATERIALS NECESSARY FOR THE PROJECT; AUTHORIZING PAYMENT TO COMMUNITY FIRST IN THE UP TO AMOUNT OF $100,000 IN THE EVENT OF NONRENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT; REQUIRING THAT ANY PROJECT COST SAVINGS (THE “REVERSION FUNDS”) REVERT TO DESIGNATED COUNCIL CONTINGENCY FUND FOR CAPITAL AND PROVIDING FOR CARRYOVER OF SUCH REVERTED FUNDS FROM YEAR TO YEAR;”;
(4) On page 1, line 16, strike “,” and insert “(1)”;
(5) On page 1, line 21, after “CORPORATION;” insert “AND (2) A SECONDARY NAMING AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND COMMUNITY FIRST CREDIT UNION OF FLORIDA;”;
(6) On page 1, lines 24-31, and page 2, lines 1-4, strike Section 1 in its entirety and insert new Sections 1 and 2 to read as follows:
“Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation: The appropriation above 
is transferring $250,000 from the Hemming Park 
designated contingency account to the Hemming Park 
Maintenance/Programming account.

Section 2.
 
Carryover.  The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the terms of the Economic Development Agreement.”;
(7) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly; 

(8) On page 2, lines 7-10, strike “the management and operation of Hemming Park, subject to FOHP’s existing contract with the City dated September 1, 2014 (the “Contract”), authorized by 2014-434-E” and insert “construction and installation of a stage in Hemming Park, pursuant to the Second Amendment”;
(9) On page 2, lines 11-12, strike “Second Amendment to Contract for the Operation and Management of Hemming Plaza approved and execution authorized.” and insert “Execution of Agreements.”

(10) On page 2, line 14, strike “,” and insert “: (1)”; 

(11) On page 2, line 20, strike “Exhibit 1” and insert “Revised Exhibit 1”;
(12) On page 2, line 20 after “reference” insert “and (2) the Secondary Naming Agreement (“Naming Agreement”) between the City of Jacksonville and Community First Credit Union of Florida (“Community First”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto and labeled as Exhibit 3, and incorporated herein by this reference”;
(13) On page 2, line 22, strike “$1,250,000,” and insert “$1,350,000 (although only $250,000 are being encumbered by the Second Amendment, with the remaining $100,000 contingent upon future appropriation by City Council),”;
(14) On page 2, line 24, strike “Contract” and insert “Second Amendment”;
(15) On page 2, line 26, after “unchanged.” insert “The Naming Agreement provides that in the event the FOHP contract is not extended through September 30, 2021, (1) the City may pay Community First an up to amount of $100,000 for the City fiscal years commencing October 1, 2019 and October 1, 2020 as reimbursement of its sponsorship fee paid to FOHP, or (2) the City may exercise the option to continue and grant Community First the existing sponsorship benefits through September 30, 2021, in which case no funds are due from City to Community First.”;
(16) On page 2, line 26½, insert new Sections 5 and 6 to read as follows:
“Section 5.
Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  City is hereby authorized to enter into agreements with Rep Services, Inc., a Florida corporation, for the provision of labor and materials in connection with construction of the Project, pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same.  With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.


Section 6.
 
Carryover of Reversion Funds.  Any project costs savings that revert to the City in accordance with the Second Amendment shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended through subsequent City Council action.”;
(17) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(18) Remove Exhibit 1 and replace with Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto, which attaches the revised Second Amendment between the City of Jacksonville and FOHP;

(19) Attach Exhibit 2 attached hereto, which attaches the appropriation account information; 

(20) Attach Exhibit 3 attached hereto, which attaches the Secondary Naming Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Community First; 
(21) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
