Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $496,725.84, with no local match, from the Pacific Institute for Research and Evaluation (the “Institute”) to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO), which has been selected by the Institute as the law enforcement agency to implement the “Strategies for Enforcement of Impaired Motorcycle Operation”  Project (the “Project”), the goal of which is to reduce the number of crashes with serious or fatal injuries due to the impaired operation of motor vehicles, as initiated by B.T. 16-052; it approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Subcontractor Agreement between the City and the Institute; it provides for City oversight by JSO’s Department of Patrol & Enforcement.
Background Information: The Project is expected to continue through December 31, 2017. The Institute selected the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office as the law enforcement agency to implement the “Strategies for Enforcement of Impaired Motorcycle Operation” based on the proposal that JSO submitted to PIRE and Sheriff Mike Williams’ meetings with representatives of the Pacific Institute for Research and Evaluation and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) in December 2015.  The project is funded by NHTSA.
