An ordinance appropriating $496,725.84, WITH NO LOCAL MATCH, from the PACIFIC INSTITUTE FOR RESEARCH AND EVALUATION (THE “INSTITUTE”) TO THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE (JSO), WHICH HAS BEEN SELECTED BY THE INSTITUTE AS THE LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY TO IMPLEMENT THE “STRATEGIES FOR ENFORCEMENT OF IMPAIRED MOTORCYCLE OPERATION” PROJECT (THE “PROJECT”), THE GOAL OF WHICH IS TO REDUCE THE NUMBER OF CRASHES WITH SERIOUS OR FATAL INJURIES DUE TO THE IMPAIRED OPERATION OF MOTOR VEHICLES, as initiated by B.T. 16-052; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE SUBCONTRACTOR AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE INSTITUTE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY JSO’S DEPARTMENT OF PATROL & ENFORCEMENT; providing an effective date.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding, with no local match, from the Pacific Institute for Research and Evaluation (the “Institute”) to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO). JSO, acting as subcontractor, has been selected by the Institute as the law enforcement agency to implement the “Strategies for Enforcement of Impaired Motorcycle Operation” project (the “Project”), the goal of which is to reduce the number of crashes with serious or fatal injuries due to the impaired operation of motor vehicles. The Project is expected to continue through December 31, 2017. A copy of the award letter from the Institute is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 2.
