(c) Explanation of Appropriation – Appropriates $300,000 from accumulated interest income, $75,350 from a U.S. HUD Grant, and de-appropriates $8,091.93 in expense balances all within JHRC Fair Housing Assistance Program, and appropriates $250 from Miscellaneous Revenue within the JHRC Component of Unity program to the following: $125,983.74 to eliminate negative balances in various expense line items and adds $257,708.19 in budgetary authority including $194,904.79 in Personnel Costs for three existing FTE’s, $29,790.00 in Professional Services, $24,750.00 in Training and $8,263.40 in Other Operating Expenses. This funding does not increase the number of employees more than prior years, but rather will cover costs for existing employees and for operating costs which have been paid from this special revenue fund in the past. This funding does not supplant any General Fund budget for JHRC.
