An ordinance appropriating $60,000.00 from the STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH TO REIMBURSE THE PUBLIC BUILDINGS dIVISION OF THE CITY DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS FOR COSTS INCURRED TO REPAIR THE CITY BUILDING AT 909 HAINES STREET, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-048; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and the corporation secretary to execute AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND THE CITY; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE – GOV’T”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation.

The appropriation described above is appropriating $60,000 from the State of Florida Department of Health to the Facilities Capital Maintenance Project.  

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2016-2017.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to allow the Public Buildings Division to recoup some of the costs incurred to repair the City building at 909 Haines Street, thus allowing these funds to be used for other capital projects that will be completed this year. 
Section 4.

Authorization to execute.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Memorandum of Agreement between the State of Florida Department of Health and the City, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Memorandum of Agreement is related to activities connected with the use of the 909 Haines Street building for storage under the Cities Readiness Initiative. 
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will cause the City to forfeit the partial reimbursement from the Duval County Health Department. Forfeiture of these funds will cause an unnecessary financial strain on the Facilities Capital Maintenance project, which is utilized to perform major repairs at facilities city-wide. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.


Section 6.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE
AND

STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH

THIS AGREEMENT is made effective the 219 dav of Mareh, 2016 between City of
Jacksonville (“Provider™), and the State of Florida, Department of Health ("Departiment™).

Al PURPOSE:
This MOA delineates the responsibilitiecs of the Department and of the City of
Jacksonville for activities reldted lo the receipt. staging and storage of prophylaxis
materials for distribution to Duval County residents and wvisitors under the Cities
Readiness Initiative in the cvent of a catastrophic biological incident or other
communicable threat of epidemic proportion.

The provisions of this MOA apply to activities to be performed at the request of the
Department in conjunction with the iniplementation of the Consolidated City of
Jacksonville/Duval  County's (CCOJ/Duval County) Comprehensive Emcrgency
Management Plan’s (CEMP) Strategic National Stockpile Interagency Coordinating
Procedures. No provision in this MOA limits the activities of the Florida Department of
Health in Duval County (DOF-Duval) in performing local and state functions.

B. DEFINITIONS: .

1. Cities Readiness Initiative (CRI): A CDC program providing direct assistance to
specific densely populated metropolitan areas throughout the country to build the
response capacity needed to provide mass prophylaxis. '

2. Health and Medical Branch: Per the CEMP, when activated, the Health and Medical
Branch is responsible for coordinating the provision of medical, mental and public
health carc for the residents and visitors of the CCOJ/Duval County s in support of
the Emergency Operations Center (EOC); the Health and Medical Branch is a
functional group within the Operations Section of the EOC’s Incident Command
Svstem,

3. Local Distribution Site (LDS): A temporary facility that recetves, breaks down and
processes the SNS Push-Pack and Managed Inventory for redistribution.

4. Point of Dispensing (POD): Location for dispensing medications and/or necessary
supplies to citizens in an emergency; may be an Open POD open to the generdl public
or a Closed POD established specifically for the employces {or members) of the
business (or other community group) and their family members.

5. Prophylaxis: Measures and/or medications designed 1o prevent the occurrence and
spread of disease.

6. Strategic National Stockpile (SNS): A national repository of antibiotics, chemical
antidotes, antitoxins, life support medications, and medical supplies managed by the
CDC. The SNS “push-pack™ is a specilic quantity of emergency medical supplics
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that can be delivered anywhere in the United States within 12 hours of the decision to
deploy.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE DEPARTMENT:

1. Provide a point-of-contact to COJ 1o answer questions or concerns about this
agreement.

2. Provide COJ with an updated copy of the DOH-Duval’s SNS Operations Plan every
two years or following significant changes to the plan during that time period.

3. Use Haines Street Warchouse, 909 Haines Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206, as a
Local Distribution Site (L.DS) facility to receive, store, repackage and redistribute
SNS maiterial.

4. Work with the appropriate. reimbursing Federal/State Agencies to facilitate the
replacement or reimbursement to the City of Jacksonville for any supplies and
utilities that may be used by the Department in conducting mass dispensing
operations.

5. Assure that any post-event clean up needed is performed to ensure the facility is
returned to the same condition as it was prior to use for SNS operations.

6. Provide just-in-time training to staff working with the Department during a public
health emergency/crisis.

7. Include Duval County Emergency Operations Center and staff working with the
Department as essential personnel during the public health emergency/incident in the
prophylaxis population.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PROVIDER:

After it is determined that the SNS will be activated and upon the request of the
Department. the City of Jacksonville will permit the use of the following facilities and
grounds by the Department and its associates, 1o the extent of its ability, within 12 hours
of the request and for the time period being requested for the purpose of mass dispensing
tor discase prevention and control activities:

1. Facility use may include, but not be limited to:
a. 10,000 sq. fi. for the receiving. storage, repackaging and redistribution of SNS
material
Parking areas
Oftice equipment (if available)
Rest Rooms, water fountains, office space
Tables, chairs, desks, dollies, fork lifts, pallet jacks and any other equipment
that would be useful in moving, storing and redistributing SNS material

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. Provide, as practical and consistent with City of Jacksonville duties,
appropriate security for the facility and for access of vehicles into and out of
the warchouse space for the duration ol the public health emergency.

Allow facility to be visited by members of the Department when feasible for

the devclopment, maintenance and exercise of the mass dispensing plan.

Visits will be made alfter recciving prior approval from the primary point-of-

contact.

h. Allow the fucility to be listed as the LDS in a confidential Department SNS
Operations Plan. A copy of the plan will be kept on file at the Department and
the Florida Department of Health Bureau of Preparcdness and Response
located in Tallahassee. IL.

2. Designate three points-of-contact in case ol an emergency:

a. An Administrative point-of-contact that will serve as the primary point-of-
contact. This person should have the authority and ability 1o open the facility
at any time. .

b. A facilities point-of-contact that will work with the Department personnel to
ensure the factlity areas are clear for SNS operation.

¢. A security point-of-contact that will work with the Department and local law
enforcement in making sccurity plans.

d. List primary and back-up point-of-contacts and notifv the Departmient of
changes in this contact information.

F. MUTUAL RESPONSIBILITIES/CONDITIONS:

1. METHOD OF PAYMENT

3 AGR-2015-075
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a. Payment Clause

The Department will provide a payment to the City of Jacksonville for the
services provided in accordance with the terms of this agreement for a Total
Contract Dollar amount not to exceed Sixty Thousand Dollars and No Cents
($60.000.00) and provided in one paymerit. The payment will be provided upon

execution of the contract and invoicing before June 1, 2016.

b. Invoice Requirements

The Department will request the invoice from the City of Jacksonville before June
1.2010.

Upon the request of either party, a meeting or conference, in person or via
telephone or other electronic means will be promptly held between
representatives of the parties o resolve any problems regarding the terms
of this agreement.

The partics agree that this agreement shall continue in cffect until three vears
following date of signaturc. Any party may terminate this agreement at any time
by giving the other party written notice at least thirty (30) days prior to the
intended termination datc.

The partics agree that the terms of this agreement may be revised at any
time only by written agreement, executed by both partics hereto, except
for point of contact. Each party reserves the right to change its point of
contact without written agreement; but will notify the other party within a

rreasonable period of time afier such change.

The agreement is non-exclusive. Thus, the parties reserve the right to
enter into similar agreements with other parties.

The parties expressly agree that no relationship of employer/femplovee,
principal agent, or other association shall be created by this agreement
between the parties or their directors, officers, agents or employvees. The
parties agree that they will never act or represent that they are acting as an
agent of the other, or incur any obligations on the part of the other party.

The Department and the City of Jacksonville agree that each party shall be
responsible for the liabilities of their respective agents, servants and
employecs. It is understood that the department, its agents, servants and
employees are protected against tort claims as described in Section 768.28,
Florida Statutes. The exclusive remedy for injury or damage resulting
from such negligent acts or omissions of such agents, servants and
employees of the department is by action against the State of Florida.

HIPAA: Where applicable, Parties shall maintain confidentiality of all protected
health information, including client records. related to the services provided
