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ORDINANCE 2016-235-E
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An ordinance appropriating AN EMERGENCY HOME ENERGY ASSISTANCE FOR THE ELDERLY PROGRAM (“EHEAP”) GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $132,307 FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF ELDER AFFAIRS THROUGH ELDERSOURCE TO PROVIDE CRISIS ASSISTANCE TO ELIGIBLE LOW-INCOME HOUSEHOLDS WITH AT LEAST ONE INDIVIDUAL AGED 60 OR OLDER EXPERIENCING A HEATING OR COOLING EMERGENCY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-062; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; AUTHORIZING PART-TIME HOURS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 16-118; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2. 
Purpose.  
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide crisis assistance to eligible low-income households with at least one individual aged 60 or older experiencing a heating or cooling emergency. The Emergency Home Energy Assistance for the Elderly Program (“EHEAP”) allows for payments to utility companies, the purchase of blankets, portable heaters, and fans, the repair of existing heating or cooling equipment, and the payment of reconnection fees. The grant period is from April 1, 2016, through March 31, 2017.

Authorization of part-time hours.
There are hereby authorized the part-time hours more fully described in R.C. 16-118, attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested in order to implement the grant for the applicable grant period.

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
