Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $355,287.70 from the Office of Public Parking ($345,675) and from the Art in Public Places Trust Fund ($9,612.70) to fund a public art project on the exterior of the Water Street Parking Garage. The bill authorizes the execution of an agreement among the City’s Office of Economic Development, the Office of Public Parking and the Cultural Council of Greater Jacksonville, Inc. to facilitate development and implementation of the project. It waives the provision of Ordinance Code Sec. 110.112 (Advance of City funds; prohibition against) to permit funds to be advanced before completion of the project. The Office of Economic Development is designated as the City’s oversight agency for the project.

NOTE: Sec. 110.112 permits advance funding of projects if authorized by the appropriating legislation; an amendment may be needed to change the Ordinance Code waiver provision to an invocation of the permitted exception.
Background Information: The project is intended to beautify the exterior of the Water Street Parking Garage which sits at a major gateway entry point into downtown from the Acosta Bridge and Riverside Avenue. The Cultural Council, which manages the Art in Public Places program, will commission and manage the commissioning and installation of the art on the garage.
Policy Impact Area: Public art
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates $355,287.70 from the Office of Public Parking ($345,675) and from the Art in Public Places Trust Fund ($9,612.70) to the project.
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
