A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING EPISCOPAL SCHOOL OF JACKSONVILLE ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 50TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 1966, the process of founding an Episcopal high school in Jacksonville began and came to fruition with the support of St. John’s Episcopal Cathedral and the estate of Mary Packer-Cummings, who donated her family home known as the “Keystone Estate” on the St. Johns River to the cathedral in 1912 which used it for a home for needy boys for some years before turning the property to use as a school; and


WHEREAS, Episcopal School of Jacksonville opened its doors on September 5, 1967, with 25 teachers and less than 300 students, and has currently grown to approximately 890 students in grades 6-12 by offering a quality education in a faith-filled environment on a beautiful riverfront campus; and


WHEREAS, the Episcopal School has pursued its mission of excellence in academics, service, athletics, arts and Christian leadership for 50 years, and remains an integral part of northeast Florida’s educational network; and 


WHEREAS, having served more than 4,500 students since its inception, including business and professional leaders, actors, musicians, and Olympic medalists, Episcopal celebrates its anniversary with faculty, staff, and the whole Jacksonville community; and


WHEREAS, on March 15, 2016, Episcopal commemorated both its Founders’ Day and golden anniversary with a variety of festivities celebrating the Episcopal School legacy of transforming the youth of Jacksonville into “doers of good and leaders of men”; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council hereby honors and commends Episcopal School of Jacksonville on 50 years of outstanding service to the youth of Jacksonville, and extends its best wishes for many more years of continued academic, athletic, artistic and spiritual success.
