RESOLUTION 2016-264-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING CYNTHIA MOSLING AND B.E.A.K.S. FOR THEIR DEDICATED WORK TO RESCUE AND REHABILITATE INJURED BIRDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Duval County is exceedingly fortunate to have a topography that abounds in breathtaking natural resources
; and

WHEREAS,
there is the St. Johns River, its tributaries and numerous creeks where manatees, dolphins and an array of fish and marine life thrive. There is our resplendent, majestic canopy of mighty oaks and countless other beautiful trees.  And, there are the birds: bald eagles, pelicans, the great horned owl, the barred owls, the osprey, wood storks, wrens and countless others

WHEREAS,
since 1981, Cynthia and Andy Mosling have dedicated their lives to the rescue and rehabilitation of injured birds.  From caring for injured birds in their kitchen to founding B.E.A.K.S. (Bird Emergency Aid Kare Sanctuary), Cynthia and Andy Mosling have drawn the world’s attention to the plight of injured birds. Located on Big Talbot Island, B.E.A.K.S. is where care is provided for birds that are injured by nature and, sadly, for birds that are inhumanely injured by people; and
WHEREAS,
the mission of B.E.A.K.S. from the outset has been to rescue and rehabilitate injured birds. Approximately 4,000 birds are received each year at the sanctuary on Big Talbot Island; and

WHEREAS,
B.E.A.K.S. utilizes public education to prevent the destruction of wildlife populations. B.E.A.K.S. welcomes schools and visitors that come and see injured and orphaned birds up close and learn how to protect and care for our environment; and
WHEREAS,
B.E.A.K.S. has become a national leader in oil spill response for wildlife. In 1987, an oil spill off the North Florida coast brought international attention to B.E.A.K.S.’ work. The State of Florida subsequently gave B.E.A.K.S. a grant to establish an oil spill response plan for wildlife for the State of Florida; and

WHEREAS,
Cynthia Mosling has dedicated her life to saving birds. She is in demand as a speaker at local organizations and schools, is often featured in local news and has been nationally recognized through awards and media presentations. We take this opportunity to add our recognition and gratitude, as well; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
