RESOLUTION 2016-266-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING CARLA HARRIS, CORPORATE EXECUTIVE, RECORDING ARTIST, AUTHOR, AND BISHOP KENNY PATRON; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
named in Fortune Magazine’s list of The 50 Most Powerful Black Executives in Corporate America, Carla Harris has had an exemplary life and career; and

WHEREAS,
a native of Jacksonville, Miss Harris attended St. Pius Catholic School and is a 1980 graduate of Bishop Kenny High School; and

WHEREAS,
Miss Harris earned an AB in economics at Harvard University and received an MBA from the Harvard Business School; she is the recipient of honorary doctorates from Marymount Manhattan-College, Jacksonville University, Simmons College, St. Thomas Aquinas College and Fisk University; and
WHEREAS,
in 1987, right out of business school, Miss Harris headed to New York and the financial house of Morgan Stanley.  She subsequently became Chair of Morgan Stanley Foundation, 2005-2014; today, Carla Harris is Vice Chair of Wealth Management and Senior Client Advisor at Morgan Stanley. In August 2013, President Obama appointed Miss Harris as Chair of the National Women’s Business Council; and

WHEREAS,
Miss Harris is not merely a leader in the world of finance, she is a gospel recording artist and a popular public speaker, often providing guidance and inspiration to corporate audiences with insights from her book, Expect to Win. She speaks to minority business owners and women’s groups, as well; and
WHEREAS,
over the course of the past ten years, Carla Harris has sung in five sold-out performances at New York City’s Carnegie Hall; a portion of the proceeds of the concerts have been directed to the Carla Harris Scholarship Fund. She has said that “When I got to Wall Street and became financially able, Bishop Kenny was the first place I thought about.” Miss Harris indicated that her goal was to raise $250,000 to endow a scholarship fund at Bishop Kenny; and
WHEREAS,
through the generosity that Carla Harris has amply shown Bishop Kenny High School, she has demonstrated her ties to Jacksonville remain strong and we in Jacksonville benefit from her thoughtfulness and commitment, and we acknowledge our own appreciation by recognizing and honoring her life’s achievements;  now therefore
