Bill Summary: This bill confirms the appointment of Penelope “Penny” Steeple Thompson, as the chairperson of the Cultural Service Grant Committee, replacing Elaine Brown for a first term ending December 31, 2018.

Background Information: The Cultural Service Grant Committee is established pursuant to Sec. 118.605, Ordinance Code, and charged to recommend to the Cultural Council Board the organizations to be funded and the amount of funding under the Cultural Service Grant Program.  The composition of the committee includes a chairperson appointed by the President of the Cultural Council Board and confirmed by the City Council.

She also serves on the Jacksonville Waterways Commission and has previously served on the International Relations and Marketing Development Commission, the Jacksonville International Development Commission and the Downtown Development Authority.
