Law Offices of Farah and Farah, 10 West Adams Street Additions & Renovations; Jacksonville, FL

Project scope consisted of a complete renovation to the exterior and interior of the three-story historic
structure with a basement. It was originally constructed as a mercantile building for S. H. Kress & Company,
opening in 1912 and was the third largest “five and dime store” in the world at that time. The original architect
was Seymour Bunnell, New York, New York. The project consisted of extensive redesign of 60,000 square feet,
modifying the building entryway, new storefront windows and a developing a landscaped courtyard in the lot
next to the building. Construction cost was $4.2 million and renovations were completed in 2011. Contact
Reference: Farah and Farah, P.A. {Owner), Cameron Abbott 904-396-5555.

Butler Plaza Office Park, Phases |, Il and lil; Jacksonville, FL

The Butler Plaza complex consists of three, four-story 90,000 square foot office buildings. The building
structure consists of steel columns supporting composite steel beams with a concrete slab on composite metal
deck. The roof framing is bar joists with steel beams and metal deck. The exterior walls consist of four-story,
non-load bearing concrete tilt-panels on three sides of the building and a curved glass curtain wal! supported by
the steel framing on the front side of the building. Each of the buildings is on shallow foundations.
Construction cost for each building/phase was $12 million, total complex $36 million. Phase | was completed in
1999, Phase Il in 2001 and Phase Il in 2008. Fhase Ili is certified LEED Gold. Contact Reference: George

Adaptive Re-Use of John Gorrie, Jr. High School — The John Gorrie Condominiums; Jacksonville, FL

Project scope involved renovations and additions to the existing 109,000 square foot, John Gorrie Ir. High
School, converting the school into one of Jacksonville’s premier condominium communities The two buildings
consist of 68 residences including studios, one and two-bedroom condominiums and two-story townhomes.
Construction cost was $11.2 million and renovations were completed in 2011. John Gorrie has received a
number of awards including one for Adaptive Re-Use Project from the Jacksonville Historic Preservation
Commission at the 2012 Preservation Awards.

FEC Office Building — Flagler College Dorm Conversion; St. Augustine, FL

Project scope consisted of renovating the existing Florida East Coast Railway, General Office Buildings into
dormitories for Flagler College in St. Augustine Florida. The three existing (1920), four-story concrete framed
buildings are now the home to a men’s residence hall, women’s residence hall and the Office of Intuitional
Advancement and Alumni Relations. Construction cost was $8 million and renovations were completed in
2012. The Flagler renovation of the Florida East Coast Railway buildings has received a number of awards
including the 2012 Florida Trust for Historic Preservation award for Outstanding Achievement in Adaptive Use.

Division of Blind Services, Department of Management Services; Daytona Beach, FL

Scope consisted of a new, 21,600 square foot housing facility and 6,600 square foot Food Service facility. The
structural system for the facility was constructed on a shallow foundation system consisting of continuous wall
footings and isolated spread footings. The extericr load bearing walls utilized tilt up concrete panels. LEED
