An ordinance REappropriating $1,851,281.13 ($1,446,974.46 FROM COMPLETED CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROJECTS THAT HAVE BEEN CERTIFIED COMPLETE BY THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS, CLOSED, AND HAD THEIR RESIDUAL BALANCES RETURNED TO THE SOURCE OR SOURCES OF ORIGIN AND $404,306.67 FROM PROJECTS FUNDED WITH BANKING FUND DOLLARS WHICH HAVE ALREADY BEEN BORROWED) AND APPROPRIATE $465,000.00 TO ANIMAL CARE AND PROTECTIVE SERVICES HVAC REPLACEMENT, $150,000.00 TO ST. ANDREWS CHURCH/MERRILL HOUSE CAPITAL REPAIRS, $150,000.00 TO ROGERO ROAD ROUNDABOUT DESIGN, $220,000.00 TO METROPOLITAN PARK PAVILION REMOVAL, $126,939.13 TO POLICE MEMORIAL BUILDING CHILLER REPLACEMENT, $359,342.00 TO FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE – GOV’T, $250,000.00 TO NON-SPORTS ENTERTAINMENT FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE, AND $130,000.00 TO PUBLIC BUILDINGS - ROOFING, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 16-073; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “ANIMAL CARE & PROTECTIVE SERVICES – HVAC REPLACEMENT”, “ST. ANDREWS CHURCH/MERRILL HOUSE RESTORATION”, “ROGERO TOWNCENTER - ROUNDABOUT”, “METROPOLITAN PARK IMPROVEMENTS – PAVILION REMOVAL”, “POLICE MEMORIAL BUILDING – CHILLER REPLACEMENT”, “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE – GOV’T”, “NON-SPORTS ENTERTAINMENT FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE”, AND “PUBLIC BUILDINGS - ROOFING”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sums from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reappropriate funds from (1) Capital Improvements Projects that were certified complete by the Director of Public Works, closed, and had their residual balances returned to the source or sources of origin and from (2) projects funded with banking fund dollars which have already been borrowed – Fire Station #40 Replace ($5,731.06), Thomas Jefferson Park Force Main ($41,540.52), Ed Ball Plans and Permits Facility ($9,007.05), and Radio Towers ($348,028.04) and appropriate those funds to Animal Care and Protective Services HVAC replacement, St. Andrews Church/Merrill House capital repairs, Rogero Road roundabout design, Metropolitan Park pavilion removal, Police Memorial Building chiller replacement, Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t, Non-Sports Entertainment Facilities Capital Maintenance, and Public Buildings - Roofing. 

Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2016-2017.

Section 4.
CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the projects entitled “Animal Care & Protective Services – HVAC replacement”, “St. Andrews Church/Merrill House Restoration”, “Rogero Towncenter - Roundabout”, “Metropolitan Park Improvements – Pavilion Removal”, “Police Memorial Building – Chiller Replacement”, “Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t”, “Non-Sports Entertainment Facilities Capital Maintenance”, and “Public Buildings - Roofing”. The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Rev Proj Info Sheets, May 16, 2016 – Finance” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will leave numerous capital maintenance needs unfunded, causing further deterioration of public facilities. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
