1. Beach Boulevard is a FDOT mainfained roadway. Number, design and location
of accesses and turn lane design is subject to FDOT review and permit approval.

2. Proposed median opening on Central Parkway requires approval from City
Traffic Engineer. If approved, southbound left tuin lane shall be designed per
FDOT Index 301 (design speed 45mph) and provide a minimum of 100 foot
queue. Unless otherwise approved by Traffic Engineer.
